
City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday April 4, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Rihannon Delle; Others present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, and Gabe Laber.  Nancy Korkow and James Webb arrived at 7:03pm.   

At 7:00 pm, Mayor Don Kom called the meeting to order.

Becker motioned to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the last regular meeting were approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

The minutes from the Special Meeting held on March 21st, 2016 were approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The minutes from the Council convening as the Board of Equalization were approved on a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

The minutes from the Public Hearing which was held on March 21st, 2016 were approved by Delle, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Sheriff Norris was not present for the meeting and no written report was received.

 Korkow presented the Volunteer Fire Department Report, They responded to one EMT call, the Fire Department is very happy with the community support for their pancake feed, the new fire truck was on display.  The report was approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Nugteren, along with Korkow, presented the report from the Canistota Economic Development Corporation.  Plans are moving forward with the home they are rehabbing, the cabinets are up, painting is almost done, and flooring will be going in this week.  The group has received inquiries into purchasing the home when it is finished.  If anyone is interested in volunteering as a member of this group, you can talk to any member for more information.   Some members will attend the GOED seminar on April 14th in Sioux Falls. The report was approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

James Webb was present to visit with the Council concerning a utility issue.
Webb left the meeting at 7:15pm.

Laber met with the Council to update them on the progress of our application for the State Water Plan as well as our CDBG funding application.  We will find out grant awards in June of 2016.  Opening the south one half of 4th Ave was discussed with no action taken.  Laber also discussed the drainage study that was recently completed as well as supplying historical information to the Council.  

Laber and Korkow left the meeting at 7:35pm.

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report, the requirements for applying for building permits were discussed, it was noted that the current policy needs updating.   The Dodge pickup has been repaired and returned to Canistota, the C50 tractor is in the shop for service.  The radiator on the street sweeper is also in need of service; repair or replacement was discussed; on a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the radiator will be repaired at a cost of $900 plus labor at Diede’s Repair, all voted yes, the motion carried.   Clean up in the park and playground is underway.  The bathroom door at the bathhouse has been repaired; Nugteren replaced a basketball hoop at the tennis courts, and has ordered several new basketballs, tetherballs, and volleyballs for use at the tennis courts. 
Kristi Laber arrived at the meeting at 7:55pm
Work will be completed on lifeguard chairs at the pool and the chlorine tester has been replaced.  Culverts at the rubble site need to be replaced; the work is to be done before the free dump weekends this spring at an approximate cost of $2,300 by Matthaei Excavating on a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.   The driveway will be barricaded for safety until the culvert work has been completed. 
Justin Engbarth arrived at the meeting at 8:06pm.

On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Delle, the Maintenance report was approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

A motion to enter into executive session was made at 8:16pm by Rich Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.
Justin Engbarth left the meeting at this time. 

Executive session was declared over at 9:26pm and the Canistota City Council convened in open session.
Kristi Laber left the meeting at 9:30pm.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $668,790.92; with total receipts of $59,107.06 and total disbursements of $42,000.00, leaving a balance on hand, April 1, 2016 of $685,897.78.  
Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Miller to approve the renewal of the Package Off Sale Malt Beverage License for Total Sop, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Finance Officer will be attending the Finance Officer’s Convention in Spearfish in June.  The Mayoral Election will be held on Tuesday, April 12 and the Council will meet on Wednesday, April 13, at 5:30pm to canvass the votes.  The Free Spring Dump Days will be held on Saturday, April 30, and Saturday, May 7 with a rain date of May 14th, 2016.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Delle, the FO report was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Concerns:

Mayor Kom, the Community Room will be painted and carpets cleaned sometime in mid-May.  Becker motioned to hire the following lifeguards contingent upon all necessary certification and documentation being received in the Finance Office; Trevor Schroeder, Manager- must be Certified Lifeguard, $12/hour, Sadie Anderson, Assistant Manager, $9.25/hour and lifeguard, $8.25/hour; Cole Anderson, Lifeguard, $8.25/hour; Jilianne Hofer, Lifeguard, $8.00/hour; Scott Jolley, Lifeguard, $8.25/hour; Carson Roshone, Lifeguard, $8.25/hour;  Jacob White Lance, Lifeguard, $8.25/hour; and Xavier Ward, Lifeguard, $8.00/hour, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.  There will be no increase in either season passes to the pool or for swim lessons this year. The Rubble Site fee was also discussed with no change made at this time.   Opening day at the rubble site will be on April 30, 2016 when the culvert has been replaced.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, the Canistota City Council wishes to ask McCook County Commissioners to consider their abatement request on City property: Parcel # 21.10.2207 and Parcel #21.10.1701, all voted yes, the motion carried. On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, Eugene Zelmer will be hired as the Rubble Site attendant at $10/hour, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

Joel Weidenbach had a concern about his utility connection.

Rich Becker had no concerns.

Brad Miller had no concerns. 

Rihannon Delle had no concerns.

A motion to adjourn at 11:11pm was made by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.
