
City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, August 3, 2015 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach and Brad Miller who arrived at the meeting at 7:08pm.  Other present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, Tami Miller, Rihannon Delle, Lynne Keller-Forbes, Lacey Schmeling and Steve Griesert.

At 7:08 pm, Mayor Kom called the meeting to order.

Becker motioned to amend the agenda to add action item, Ward 2 Council Appointment to the agenda.  Weidenbach seconded the motion; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Becker motioned to approve the agenda as amended, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, the minutes from the July 6 Special Meeting were approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the regular July Council Meeting were approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

There was no report received from the Sheriff’s Office.

There was no report on behalf of the Volunteer Fire Department.

Citizen Concerns:
Repurposing the old concession stand at the ball field as a safe place for the campers from Triple Play Campgrounds to go in case of dangerous weather was discussed, the Council is concerned with the liability issues; the Finance Officer will visit with our insurance carrier as well as the City Attorney for direction in this matter.  A decision was tabled until the September meeting.  Tami Miller met with the Council concerning private property that may have been damaged in the Phase 2 project.  She had pictures of the alleged damage; Stockwell Engineers will be made aware of the issue and will be in contact with the resident.

Rex Stockwell and Josh Ketcham arrived at the meeting at 7:30pm
Tammi Miller left the meeting at 7:35pm.

Mayor Kom recommended the appointment of Rihannon Delle to fill the Ward 2 vacancy created by the resignation of Anita Wieland.  This recommendation was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Finance Officer Townsend swore in Delle.

Steve Griesert, Community Partners Research, Inc. presented his report on the SD Housing Study that he conducted on behalf of the City.  Written copies of the report were distributed to the Council.  He highlighted population projections, home values, and age trends.  House hold size is increasing in Canistota, Griesert also touched on income data along with recommendations for the future housing needs for the City of Canistota.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the report was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Keller-Forbes, representing SECOG, briefly spoke to the Council.  SECOG paid for half of the cost for the Housing study, SECOG is also available to help communities secure funding for infrastructure projects, and the Canistota Economic Development Corporation will also utilize SECOG in purchasing a Governor’ Home to be placed on their property in Canistota.  The report was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.
Schmeling and Keller-Forbes and Griesert left the meeting at 8:18pm.

Brad Engbarth arrived at the meeting at 8:20pm.

Stockwell and Ketcham updated the Council on the Phase 2 project, curbs, gutters and driveways are being installed on 4th Ave, because of an engineer oversight, some curb, gutter and driveways will have to be removed.  Stockwell Engineers will absorb that cost, an engineering miscalculation was made and the City will NOT incur additional expense with the replacement of the defective area, this change order with no cost to the City of Canistota was approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Third and 1st Ave. will be open to traffic before work begins on 2nd Ave.  The project is progressing on schedule.  Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to approve Payment Request #2 in the amount of $471,751.65, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Stockwell also informed the Council that the drainage study they prepared will be presented to the Council at the September meeting.  Ketcham and Stockwell left the meeting at 8:35pm.

Engbarth visited with the Council about drainage and also his plans for improving his property.  Engbarth left the meeting at 8:55pm.

Nugteren presented the report from the Economic Development Corporation, the group will be meeting this week; the work on the home they own at 624 4th Ave. is progressing with new windows, roof and new HVAC will installed in the near future.  Also discussed was abating the minimum utility bill at that property unit it is sold, no action was taken.  The Council also discussed nuisance property in Canistota.  On a motion by Delle, seconded by Becker, the City will negotiate the gifting of the property located at 151 2nd Ave.  The Mayor has been instructed to negotiate the purchase of property located at 550 Elm, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Nugteren presented his written maintenance report, Titan Machinery looked at our Payloader, if the City would want to sell or trade it, the representative recommended that we may want to replace the tires.  One building permit was issued in July; street light outages have been reported to Excel Energy.  Mosquitos have been sprayed in July, the fogger is not working properly; Nugteren will bring estimates for a new fogger to the September meeting.  The City received a grant of $1,600 from the State of South Dakota to assist with mosquito control.  A resident inquired about taking a home that will be torn down to the rubble site, permission was granted.  Laufman has been kept busy mowing; a sprinkler line broke on the CAA property, Matthaei has repaired the break, there was also a break in front of the Maintenance Office.  New signs posting the rules at the pool have been installed and back flushing at the pool was done.  Clark Paving is in Canistota doing patch work on various streets, gravel has been ordered for some alleys.  Glanzer has been to City Hall to look at the AC unit which has not been working properly.  The maintenance report was approved as presented on a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The H & H Contracting bill was approved for payment in the amount of $24,999.99 on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, roll call vote, Becker, yes; Weidenbach, yes; Miller, yes; and Delle, yes, nays, none, motion carried.

Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to pay the following bills as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $814,737.49, with deposits of $226,494.99 and disbursements of $95,000.00 leaving a balance on hand, August 1, 2015 of $946,232.48.  The first pay request of $199,629.26 from H & W Construction was mailed, the grant and loan money has been deposited into the City account.  The City has received notification from McCook County that the Consolidated Board of Equalization will no longer be recognized.  The City will hold a meeting in the spring.  Stockwell Engineers submitted pay request #2 from H & W Construction in the amount of $471,751.65; the request was approved for payment upon reimbursement from Grant and loan monies on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Finance Officer’s written report was approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Concerns:
Mayor Kom:  The City will have 3 property owners in the City appraise the property described as: the East one half of Lots 4, 5, 6, and 7 in Block 3 of Grahams 2nd Addition, City of Canistota and submit the written appraisal to the City Council.  Trespassing at the Rubble Site was discussed with various options explored along with fees for dumping items not allowed with the yearly pass.  The hours at the pool will remain the same until the end of the swim season on Sunday, August 16th.  The September Council meeting has been changed to Wednesday, September 9, 2015 at 7pm in observance of Labor Day.  Improvements on Main Street along with Willow Street improvements were discussed.  DGR Engineering has submitted preliminary cost projections.  A Community Access Grant Application has been submitted on behalf of the City for both projects, other funding sources were discussed.  The Council acknowledged the first reading of the 2016 budget.

Becker had concerns.

Weidenbach had no concerns.

Miller had no concerns.

Delle had no concerns.

At 11:45pm, a motion to enter into Executive Session for personnel matters was made by Miller, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Council declared Executive Session over at 12:07 am and convened in open session.

A motion to adjourn was made by Miller, seconded by Delle at 12:08am, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Council will meet in Special Session Wednesday, September 9, 2015 at 6pm in the Community Room of City Hall to continue the review of City Ordinance with SECOG representative Toby Brown.

The City Council will meet in regular session on Wednesday, September 9, 2015 at 7pm in the Community Room of City Hall.  All are welcome.
