City Council Proceedings

 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, August 1, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Justin Engbarth, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Jessica Kerher. Others present: FO, Kathy Townsend; Absent, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren.  Also present were Darwin Sip, Cole German and Nancy Korkow.

At 7:00 pm, Mayor Justin Engbarth called the meeting to order.

Becker motioned to approve the agenda, Weidenbach seconded the motion; all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the July Regular Meeting were approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.

The minutes from the Special Council Meeting held on July 29, 2016 were approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

No written report was received from the McCook County Sheriff’s office.  Deputy Cole German was present to visit with the Council about concerns with the vandalism at the park; response times for a Deputy to arrive on the scene after a call is made were also discussed. The Sheriff’s Department will enforce curfew and speeding in the park as well as around town.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the Deputies report was approved as presented.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  German left the meeting at 7:20pm.
 
Korkow presented the report for the Canistota Fire Department, they responded to 4 rescue calls and 2 fire calls.  Korkow visited with the Council about a wedding dance and reception that will be held in the Fire Hall as a fund raiser for the Department.  It will be held in September of 2017, Korkow asked for a verbal indication that the Council would approve the request for a One-day license.  The Council will consider the request next year, but are in support of the fund raiser.  The Fire Department is also exploring the option of replacing their rescue van in the near future.   Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to approve the Fire Department report as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow presented the Canistota Development Corporation report; the group recently met and will accept the agreement for transfer of real estate and quit claim deed from the City for the property located at 550 Elm Street.  A governor’s home will be placed on the lot.  The group is also exploring an option to purchase another home to be moved to Canistota.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Citizen Concerns:
Darwin Sip expressed   concerns about truck traffic in residential areas, truck routes were discussed and clarified.  Sip left the meeting at 7:38pm.

The written maintenance report was presented for review by the Council; Nugteren issued 5 building permits. Nugteren has also received complaints about dogs barking, new basketball hoops have been purchased for the park, 3 fanny packs have been distributed to the lifeguards.  Trees behind the Medical Clinic will need attention this fall, picnic tables are being stained and painted before they go back to the park.  Everything is working well at the pool, more chlorine has been purchased to finish the season; pool breaks were discussed.  Ash Street has been fog sealed, several streets have been swept.  Nugteren has also been talking with the City Engineer concerning Main Street.  Nugteren responded to a call of vandalism at the park, pictures of the damage will be provided for the September meeting.  The water tower has run over a couple times this month, there is a faulty valve causing the problem.  Repairs on the water tower were discussed with no action taken at this time.  There are several street lights that need attention from Xcel Energy and will be reported.  Due to the dry conditions mosquitos have not been sprayed recently.  Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve the Maintenance report as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Council reviewed the first reading of Ordinance 2016-09 for fiscal year 2017.  The Council also had the first reading of Ordinance 2016-08, amending speed limits on Main Street.  The Finance report was approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The property will be surveyed on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.   The Finance Officer will arrange the survey. Storm sewer culverts were tabled until the September meeting.  Discussion on Spruce Lane was tabled until the September meeting; the Finance Officer will forward a letter to C. Spicer with cost estimates the City received from the City Engineer.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, the City will have the corner of Pine, Railway and 1st Avenue surveyed to determine elevations in that area, all voted yes; the motion carried.  The Finance Officer will arrange for the survey.  The drainage agreement has been distributed to the parties involved, no action was taken.  Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to surplus the following property and to obtain an appraisal prior to advertising the property for sale, E2 of Lots 7 & 8, Blk 22 OT Canistota, SD, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Rich Becker discussed the September Council Meeting; the regular meeting will fall on Labor Day.  The next City Council meeting will be held at 6:30pm on Wednesday, September 7, 2016 in the Community Room of City Hall.
