City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday December 7, 2015 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, and Brad Miller; Rihannon Delle was absent.  Other present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, Chad and Loretta Rentschler, and Erik Case. Mic Kerkvliet and Marc Dick arrived at 7:15pm and 7:20pm respectively.

At 7:02 pm, Mayor Kom called the meeting to order.

Becker motioned to amend the agenda to include approving the contract with Schoenfish & Co. to complete the 2015 audit and also add approving Ordinance #2015-11, Supplemental Appropriations Ordinance, the motion was seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the last regular Council meeting were approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Sheriff Norris was not present, the Council reviewed his written report for October and on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the report was approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

There was no report from the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.

The second reading and adoption of the updated ordinances for the City of Canistota was tabled until the January 4, 2016 meeting.

Erik Case from Stockwell Engineers was present to update the Council on the Phase 2 project.  There are still a few items that will need attention this spring; Stockwell Engineers has retained a portion of the monies from the contract to cover those expenses.  Case also discussed pay application #6 with the Council, the request is in the amount of $445,085.83 and on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach the payment request was approved, roll call vote; Miller, yes, Weidenbach, yes, and Becker voted yes with Delle absent, the motion carried 
Case left the meeting at 7:21pm.

Kerkvliet and Dick discussed the signage on East Ave with the Council and addressed questions from the Council. The Council expressed concerns with the removal of the stop signs; flashing cross walk signs will be installed in the near future along with 15 mile per hour speed limit when children are present along East Ave.  The Council also requested the McCook County Sheriff’s office enforce that lower speed designation when children are present.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, the City will reimburse the County for half of the cost of the new signage or $1,555.60, Weidenbach and Becker voted yes, Miller voted no, Delle, absent, the motion carried.  Kerkvliet and Dick left the meeting at 7:45pm.

Kim Westrup arrived at 7:45pm.

Nugteren presented the report for the Economic Development Corporation; they have had one meeting and are still moving forward to the completion of the home on Willow.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Westrup was present to ask the Council for an additional 24’ of City Property to square off their back yard with their neighbor.  The Council had previously declared as surplus property: The East One-Half of Lots 4, 5, 6, & 7 in Block 3 of Grahams 2nd Addition, City of Canistota.  Miller motioned to surplus the East 104’ of Lots 4, 5, 6, & 7 in Block 3 of Grahams 2nd Addition, City of Canistota to include the requested 24’ of property.  There will be no need for an appraisal as the value of the additional property does not exceed the bid level. The twenty four feet will be sold to Westrup at an additional cost of $200.00; Becker seconded the motion, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Westrup left the meeting at 8:03pm.

The Rentschlers’ were present to visit with the Council about purchasing the City Maintainer which the Council had previously surplussed. On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the City will execute a bill of sale to Chad and Loretta Rentschler for their purchase of the 1967 440 Wabco Maintainer for $650.00, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Rentschlers left the meeting at 8:20pm.

Nugteren presented the maintenance report for the month of November, quite a few complaints were received about a dog at large in Canistota, Nugteren was able to catch the dog and take it to the Humane Society, Nugteren will check reports that the dog is back in Canistota; if that is the case, the dog’s owner will be billed for mileage and fees for taking the dog to the Humane Society.   A small generator has been purchased, the sander is being installed on the Dodge pickup and also Steve’s welding will mount the snow plow on that pickup.  Bender’s Sewer Service was in Canistota to clean several culverts, Glanzer Plumbing winterized the concession stands at the Ballpark, and the sprinkler system has also been winterized.  Mid-American Pool will require three weeks to complete the renovations on the pool, one consideration is that the temps must remain about 40 degrees for the curing process.  The fall discharge at the lagoons has been completed.  Nugteren decorated Main Street for Christmas, along with City Hall.  The City had 2 vehicles in the 11th Annual Parade of Lights, the Dump Truck along with the City Pickup which was used by the Mayor.  Nugteren has also turned off water for some residents that have not paid their utility bills. DGR Engineers have   surveyed Main Street.  The maintenance report was approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

At 8:19pm, Miller motioned to enter into Executive Session for personnel issues; Becker seconded the motion, all voted yes, the motion carried.
Executive Session was declared over at 9:24pm and the Council convened in open session.

[bookmark: _GoBack]On a motion by Becker, seconded Miller, the Finance Officer and the Maintenance Supervisor will receive a 2.5% raise along with the Finance Officer receiving $50 a month this year and $50 per month next year to help cover the cost of health insurance.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  

Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Becker to pay the following bills as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $710,390.65, with total receipts of $73,375.91 and total disbursements of $21,000.00, leaving a balance on hand, December 1, 2015 of $762,766.56.  The seventeen volunteer fire fighters for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department are covered under SDML Workers Comp with the City of Canistota.  Replacing the slide at the pool with a diving board, would incur an increase of $400.00 per year for the City liability insurance, a decision was tabled until a later date. . Both Northwestern Energy and Xcel Energy have been notified to vacate their services at 550 Elm Street, once the services have been vacated, the Finance Officer will advertise for the demolition of that property, with the exception of the garage.  The FO report was approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

Council Concerns:
Mayor Kom:  Miller motioned, seconded by Weidenbach, to approve Resolution 2015-12, to enter into an agreement with the Law Firm of Cadwell, Sanford, Deibert & Garry, LLP to serve as City Attorney for the calendar year 2016, all voted yes, the motion carried. On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, Supplemental Appropriations Ordinance #2015-11 was approved with roll call vote, Weidenbach, yes, Becker, yes, Miller, yes, Delle, absent, the motion carried.   The Annual City Christmas Open House will be held on Wednesday, December 16th, from 1:30pm to 3:30pm, all are welcome to attend.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, the contract with Schoenfish & Co to audit City records in January, 2016 was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Rich Becker expressed his thanks and appreciation to everyone involved with the 11th Annual Parade of Lights, the parade was deemed a success along with the fellowship and fun afterwards at the School.  

Joel Weidenbach had no concerns.

Brad Miller acknowledged the $400,000.00 Community Access grant that was recently awarded to the City of Canistota for Main Street improvements, more information will be forthcoming.

On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, the meeting was adjourned at 10:30pm, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The next regular meeting of the Canistota City Council will be on Monday, January 4, 2016 in the Community Room of City Hall, all are welcome.
