City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday February 1, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Rihannon Delle; Absent, Mayor Don Kom.  Other present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, Cathee Bruinsma, Leonard Matthaei, and Gabe Laber.  Nancy Korkow arrived at the meeting at 7:05pm.

At 7:02 pm, Council President Weidenbach called the meeting to order.

 Delle motioned to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, the minutes from the last regular meeting were approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Becker motioned to approve the minutes as presented from the Special Meeting held on January 20; Miller seconded the motion, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Sheriff Norris was not present for the meeting and his written report for December was reviewed and approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion was approved.

 Korkow presented the Volunteer Fire Department Report, the new fire truck is in Canistota, and it should be ready for service in approximately 30-60 days.  The Department had no fire calls in January but did respond to 5 rescue calls.  The Annual Beach Bash will be held on Saturday, Feb. 6th with a dinner and dance.  The report was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.


Korkow also presented the report from the Canistota Economic Development Corporation.  They are moving forward with the home they are rehabbing, some painting has been done and the kitchen cupboards will be installed.   The deposit has been paid on a Governor’s House; the group will have a meeting on the first Thursday of the month, February 4th.  The report was approved on a motion by Delle, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Citizen Concerns:
Bruinsma met with the Council to discuss using the Community Room at City Hall for a dance class that would run for 6 nights during the month of March.  Korkow advised Bruinsma that the Fire Hall would also be available for their use.  Bruinsma and Korkow will work together for the use of the Fire Hall and withdrew her request for the use of the Community Room.  Korkow and Bruinsma left the meeting at 7:30pm.

Gabe Laber, the City engineer from DGR presented the Council with funding options for Main Street, the options included both an opt- out as well as raising the front footage assessment.  Other options included in the discussion were State Revolving Loan Funds for that portion of the project that may be eligible for funding, side walk assessments, and curb and gutter assessments to help offset the cost.  The debt limit for the City was also discussed.
Laber left the meeting at 7:55pm.

Weidenbach called for the opening of the sealed for the razing of the property located at 550 Elm St.  Two bids were received, one in the amount of $3,264.00 from Engbarth Directional Drilling, Inc. and a bid from Matthaei Excavating in the amount of $3, 672.00.  The bid was awarded to Engbarth Directional Drilling, Inc., contingent upon the cement being disposed of privately, and not taken to the City Rubble Site on a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Matthaei left the meeting at 8: 25pm.


Nugteren presented the Maintenance report, he has installed new plow blades on the snow plow; hydraulic fluid has been purchased for the Payloader.  The transmission went out on the Dodge pickup and will be taken in for repairs.  Nugteren updated the Council on a joint meeting he attended with municipalities in McCook County along with the McCook County Commissioners.  The topic of discussion centered on hiring a county-wide code enforcement officer.  Canistota recently completed a housing study in which 20 homes in the City were designated as needing to be brought up to code.  The McCook County Auditor will be mailing more information to the Cities in McCook County as this project moves forward.  Nugteren has begun planting flowers for the flower pots this summer; he has checked the lagoons and water samples have been submitted to the State.  Nugteren will be attending an asphalt and Seal Coat workshop on Feb. 17th and 18th. Nugteren also discussed the cost of chip sealing Ash Street along with a fog coat for Ash Street, he will put together a schedule to have all of the streets in the recent project chip coated and sealed in a seven year rotation.  The Maintenance report was approved as presented on a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to pay the following bills as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $969,523.33, with total receipts of $202,612.99 and total disbursements of $500,500.00, leaving a balance on hand, February 1, 2016 of $671,636.32.
Delle motioned, seconded by Miller to approve Schoenfish Auditors to prepare the two year Audit of the City of Canistota as required by the Dept. of Legislative Audit, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Don Laufman has indicated an interest to mow for the City this coming summer.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, Rich Becker, Council Member, was designated as the Certifying Officer during the absence of the Mayor, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Becker will sign the CAG agreement from the SDDOT.  Snow removal on sidewalks was discussed in the business district as well as residential neighborhoods.  The fine for not shoveling your sidewalk is $500 per day; the City has received several complaints and concerns.  The finance officer was instructed to advertise for lifeguards along with a manager for the 2016 swim season at the pool.  The City has received a request from the USDA to ariel hunt coyotes at the lagoon, the Council will allow hunting for the 2016 fiscal year only.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, the deposit for new water service in the City of Canistota will be $100 with the reconnect fee for voluntary or involuntary shut off remaining $55.00, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The FO discussed clarification on items with the Council from the recent Audit, with no action taken. 
The Finance Officer’s report was approved as presented on a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.

At 10:10pm a motion was made by Miller to enter into executive session for personnel matters, the motion was seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Council reconvened in open session at 11:55pm.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The following increase in salary and benefits will be effective February 1, 2016 for the Maintenance Supervisor and Finance Officer on a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, the Maintenance Supervisor will be paid at a rate of $17.50/hour with 80 hours of vacation, 40 hours of sick time, and $50 per meeting.  The Finance Officer will be paid at an hourly rate of $14.85 with 80 hours of vacation and 36 hours of sick time and $50 per meeting.  After 15 years of continuous service, full time City employees will earn 120 hours vacation time, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

A motion to adjourn at 12am was made by Delle, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular City Council meeting will be held on Monday, March 7, 2016 in the Community Room of City Hall.  All are welcome.
