City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday January 4, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Rihannon Delle, Absent, Mayor Kom and Rich Becker.  Other present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, Nancy Korkow, and Brad Engbarth.

Council President Weidenbach called the meeting to order at 7 pm.

Miller motioned to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Miller,  seconded by Delle, the minutes from  the last regular Council Meeting were approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Sheriff was not present for the meeting and his written report from November was reviewed and approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.

 Korkow presented the Volunteer Fire Department Report, they responded to 2 rescue calls along with 1 fire call that turned out to be a false alarm.  Brad Engbarth was present to inform the Council that he has assumed the duties of Fire Chief, the Department has purchased a used pumper fire truck, it will be ready for use around the first of March.  The Beach Bash fund raiser will be held on Saturday, February 6th and on a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, a one day liquor license was approved, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Engbarth and Korkow left the meeting at 7:10pm.

There was no update on the Phase 2 project from Stockwell Engineers; Nugteren has a punch list of repairs that will need to be done this spring which was briefly discussed.   

Toby Brown from SECOG arrived at the meeting at 7:20 pm.

Kim Westrup arrived at the meeting at 7:40pm.

Brown answered questions and concerns from the Council on the 2nd reading of the revised City Ordinances for the City of Canistota. The adoption of the Ordinances was approved on a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  These Ordinances will become effective twenty days after publication of the adoption notice.  The Ordinances will be available on line or for review in the Finance Office.  Brown left the meeting at 7:45pm.

There was no report from the Economic Development Corporation, Nugteren mentioned that work is continuing on the home that they are rehabbing.  

Citizen Concerns:
Westrup presented the Council with a check for full payment of the property that they successfully bid on and purchased.  Westrup left the meeting at 7:50pm.

Nugteren presented the written maintenance report; Nugteren has dealt with a couple of dog issues with one dog being taken to the Sioux Falls Humane Society. New blades for the snow plow have been purchased, several new water meter transmitters have also been ordered to replace ones that are not reading and to also some have some hand for future needs.   The home on City property located at 2nd and Walnut may come down in the next week, depending on the weather, drain covers at the pool were also discussed.  Nugteren has plowed the streets and also taken the snow off of Main Street over the Holidays.  Nugteren also presented the Council with the new drinking water testing requirements.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, the report was accepted as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, the following bills were approved for payment as presented, with the invoice from Bill’s Sprinkler & Sod to be split with CAA being invoiced for half of the expense, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, the second Tuesday of April, 2016 has been established as the date of the Municipal Election, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Delle motioned, seconded by Miller to designate the Security State Bank, Canistota, SD as the official Depository for the City of Canistota, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The official newspaper for the City of Canistota will be the Canistota Clipper on a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.  On a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, the Finance Officer will be allowed to pay all bills in a timely fashion to avoid penalties or late fees, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Schoenfish & Co. will perform the annual audit of the City of Canistota in January of 2016 on a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.   Per the 2016 Budget for the City of Canistota, the following wage listing is in effect for 2016:  Mayor, $50.00/Meeting, $50.00/month; Councilperson, $50/meeting; Maintenance Supervisor, $16.91/hour; Finance Officer, $14.20/hour; Part-time Maintenance, $10.75/ hour; Rubble Site Attendant, $10/Hour; Pool Manager, Lifeguards, Part-time Summer Maintenance, and Mowing, pay to be determined at a later date.  The Finance Officer’s report was approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Joel Weidenbach discussed the Main Street Improvements.  The Finance Officer will send a letter to Main Street Business owners to set a date to meet with the City Engineer and the City Council.  Two dates were decided upon and we will meet on the date that is most convenient for the business owners.  A public notice will be published in advance of the meeting.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, executive sessions was entered into a 9:10pm, all voted yes, the motion
 carried.

The Council convened in open session at 9:50pm with a motion to adjourn by Miller, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.
