City Council Proceedings, Special Meeting


The Canistota City Council met in Special Session on Wednesday, January 20, 2016 at 7pm in the Community Room of City Hall.  Those present included:  Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller, and Rihannon Delle; 
Absent, Mayor Don Kom.   Also present, Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren, Finance Officer Kathy Townsend and Main Street Business owners along with members of the Canistota Community. 

Council President, Joel Weidenbach called the meeting to order at 7:04pm.

The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Weidenbach introduced Canistota City Engineer, Gabe Laber.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Laber thanked everyone for coming and explained to those present what needs to be done with Main Street and the options the City will have to pay for those improvements.   Main Street was built in 1952 and in 2001 water and sewer mains were replaced.  Some of the proposed improvements discussed include: replacing sidewalks and replacing the street from building to building, many sidewalks are no longer ADA compliant; sidewalk widths could increase from 10 feet to 15 feet wide with a proposed drive lane on Main Street of 17 feet, cross walks will be added along with historic lights on the block between 3rd and 4th Ave.  Aesthetically, planter beds and trees could also be added to the sidewalk area on Main Street to break up the expanse of concrete.

The total cost of Main Street Improvements could be approximately $2,043,000.00.  The City of Canistota has received a Community Access Grant in the amount of $400,000.00 which can be used for street surfacing only.  Grants and loans were discussed along with increasing the front footage assessment and considering a property tax opt-out. 

Laber opened the floor for questions and concerns, the general consensus of those present was to raise the front footage assessment for future chipping sealing requirements and also the Council should consider an opt- out to fund the Main Street improvements. Laber invited those present to view his story boards that were on display and he would be available to answer any further questions. 

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, the meeting was adjourned at 8:11pm, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

The next regular meeting of the Canistota City Council will be held on Monday, February 1, 2016 at 7pm in the Community Room of City Hall, all are welcome.
