City Council Proceedings


The Canistota City Council met on Monday, July 6, 2015 at 7:00 pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room. City Council Members present: Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Anita Weiland; Absent, Brad Miller. Others present, Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Deputy Cole German, Eric Case, Nancy Korkow and Kim Westrup.  Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren was absent.

At 7:05pm Mayor Don Kom called the meeting to order.

Weidenbach motioned to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the regular June meeting were approved as presented.  All voted yes, the motion carried.

Weidenbach made a motion to approve the June 1st, 2015 Special Meeting Proceedings as presented; Weiland seconded the motion; all voted yes; the motion carried.

On a motion by Weiland, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the June 24, 2015 Special Meeting were approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Deputy Cole German presented the Sheriff’s report.  The Council welcomed Deputy German to Canistota. 
Deputy German informed the Council that there will 2 Deputies on duty Thursday, Friday and Saturday during the Annual Sport Days celebration; liquor concerns, and speeding on Main Street along with turning against traffic on Main Street were also discussed.  Deputy Cole investigated a report of someone driving on the lawn in the park, no apparent damage was done.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the Sheriff’s report was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.  Deputy German left the meeting at 7:30pm.

Kim Westrup left the meeting at 7:30 pm.

Korkow presented the report for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  They answered 3 rescue calls in June and had no fire calls during the month.  Their new Fire Hall is paid in full.  The vehicles from the Fire Department will all be a part of the Sport Days Parade; the fire hall is rented all 3 days over Sport Days.  Korkow’s report was approved on a motion by Weiland, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow presented an update on the Economic Development Corporation, new windows and a new furnace and AC have been added to home they are rehabbing.   The project is moving forward.  The report was approved on a motion by Weiland, seconded by Becker; all voted yes, the motion carried.  

Brad Miller arrived at the meeting at 7:50pm.

Eric Case, Stockwell Engineers presented an update on the Phase 2 project, Korkow has a concern how Addy Disposal is going to reach the apartments on 4th to empty the dumpster at that location, Case will confer with project manager Ketcham to find a solution to the issue.  Korkow left the meeting at 8pm.  The Council expressed concern to Case about 2 streets being torn up at the same time with zero access to homes in those areas, Case informed the Council that there will not be an issue with that going forward with the project, Case said in order to keep all of the contractors busy, they had to work ahead of the project, gravel will be spread on 4th Ave. next week and the street will be open for travel.  The Contractor will maintain that gravel street.  Case visited with the Council about change orders for trees, mailboxes, and temporary hook-ups.  These change orders will not affect the completion date.  On a motion by Miler, seconded by Becker, Phase 1 of the Phase 2 project will be removed from the project with a change order approved for the addition of one additional block along 2nd Avenue and one-half block on 3rd Avenue at an estimated cost to the City of $93,774.97, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Mayor Kom advised Case that the City of Canistota will be working with DGR Engineering Firm on the Main Street and Willow Street Projects.  Case informed the Council that the Drainage Study will be presented to the Council at the regular August meeting.

Kim Westrup arrived at 8:20pm
Erik Case left the meeting at 8:30pm

The Council discussed selling the east one half of lots 4, 5, 6 and 7 in Block 3 of Graham’s Second Addition to the City of Canistota.  There will be certain conditions met concerning drainage and the buyer incurs all costs associated with the sale. The City will surplus the property and 3 residents of the City will be appointed to appraise the property.  Westrup left the meeting at 8:30pm.

Nugteren’ s written maintenance report was reviewed:  he housed one lost dog and one cat was relocated to the country, one building permit was issued in June.  The new Case representative was out and visited with Nugteren about our Payloader, he recommended that we replace the tires.  Frontline Plus was in town and did a system update to the siren.  Tree branches have been hauled to the burn pile after that last wind storm; mosquitos have been sprayed twice in June with 100 larvicide briquettes placed in areas of standing water, the mosquito sprayer has been certified.  Laufman has been keeping up with the mowing, a new deadbolt lock has been put on the restroom door at the park, Scott’s Lawn Service has treated the lawn at the ballpark, the rubble site has been mowed, the traffic counter has been installed on Willow Street the past couple of weeks, we need traffic count numbers for the anticipated repairs to Willow Street.  Clark Paving will begin approximately $30,000.00 in patching work soon; Zelmer has been cleaning culverts and storm inlets around town.  Nugteren has put gravel in several alleys in the Phase 2 project area.  Disconnect notices were discussed.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, H & H Contracting will install a new Saturated Riser Pipe Insulation System at the Water Tower.  The System will cost approximately $21,000 to $25,000, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Nugteren’s written report was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Weiland, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Concerns:
Mayor Kom, Curb and gutter on Pine Street between 3rd & 4th was discussed with no action taken.  On a motion by Weiland, seconded by Miller, the City will explore the property acquisition of property located on 1st Ave.  The property has been offered to the City for the assessed value contingent upon a title search being conducted to assure the City that there are no outstanding liens against the property; the City will also consult with our attorney, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

Weidenbach, The Phase 1 part of the Phase 2 project was briefly discussed.

Becker, Drainage in the City was discussed and is regulated by City Ordinance #6.06.01 and must receive Council approval prior to any ditching or drainage changes.

Weiland submitted her formal resignation for her Ward 2 Council Seat; on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, the resignation was accepted; all voted yes, the motion carried. The Canistota City Council wishes to extend to Anita a sincere thank you for her years of service and dedication to the City of Canistota.

Miller had no concerns.

Becker motioned at 10:30pm to enter into executive session for personnel matters, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried

The Council convened in open session and at 10:48pm, on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller the meeting was adjourned, all voted yes, the motion carried.
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The City Council will meet in Special Session on Monday, August 3, 2015 at 6pm in the Community Room of City Hall to continue the review process of City Ordinances.
