
City Council Proceedings

 The Canistota City Council met on Thursday, July 7, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Justin Engbarth, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Jessica Kerher. Others present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend.  Also present were Karen Ford, Bessie Schwebke, Brad Sherer, Terri White, Barb Spicer, Roger Ketcham, Steve Schlueter, Sharlo Mullin, and Mary Lou Royster.  Nancy Korkow and Matt Anderson arrived at the meeting at 7:05pm and Brad Engbarth arrived at 7:10pm.

At 7:00 pm, Mayor Justin Engbarth called the meeting to order.

Weidenbach motioned to approve the agenda, Becker seconded the motion; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Mayor Engbarth opened the Public Hearing portion of the meeting for those residents affected by the Resolution of Necessity #2016-06.02, Curb and Gutter assessments in the Phase 2 project area.  The residents present discussed some areas of concern including, future Street improvements, the water issue on Pine and Railway, and the alley entrance/exit between 1st and 2nd were all addressed.  Also briefly discussed was the workmanship in the Phase 2 project area.  Several residents in attendance paid their curb and gutter assessments in full.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the second reading and adoption of Resolution 2016-07 was approved, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Resolution is effective immediately upon passage and is printed elsewhere in this issue of the Clipper.
Spicer, White, and Ketcham left the meeting at 7:13pm.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, the minutes from the June 16th, 2016 Special Meeting were approved, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The minutes from the regular Council Meeting held on June 6, 2016 were approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

There was no one present from the McCook County Sheriff’s office.  Becker informed the Council that the Sherriff will have at least 2 deputies in Canistota over Sport Days.  The written report from the Sheriff was reviewed and accepted as presented on a motion Becker, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow presented the report for the Canistota Fire Department, they responded to 5 rescue calls and 3 fire calls.  Korkow also held a CPR refresher course for the Canistota Lifeguards.  She ordered new batteries and accessories for the AED which will be kept at the pool.  Fanny packs for each lifeguard were also discussed.  Emergency shelter for the campers staying in Canistota was discussed with a consensus that the Lutheran Church is always open to seek shelter there.  Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve the Fire Department report as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Anderson presented the Canistota Development Corporation report, they have sold the home they rehabbed and are now preparing for the Governor’s House that has been ordered, it could be here in just a few weeks.  Alternate sites for the placement of the home were discussed, with no action taken at this time.  The report was approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

James Baxa arrived at the meeting at 7:40pm.
Ford, Schwebke, and Schlueter left the meeting at 7:40pm.

The Public Hearing on the One Day liquor license for Baxa’s Café and Pub was discussed.  There was no one present against the issuance of the license and on a motion by Becker, seconded by Kerher, the application for the sale of Beer only during approximately a three hour time frame during the Xtreme Bull Riding on Saturday, July 16th, 2016 was approved, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Royster and Mullins left the meeting at 7:48pm
Baxa left the meeting at 8pm.

Citizen Concerns:
B. Engbarth expressed a concern about the quality of the warranty work being replaced and repaired in the Phase 2 project.  Stockwell Engineers is responsible to the City that the work is done correctly and in a timely fashion.

Nugteren presented the written maintenance report; he issued 4 building permits.  New storm sewer along East Ave was discussed and action was tabled until the August 1st meeting.  Nugteren will inspect the Phase 2 project and make a list of concerns and repairs that will need to be addressed by Stockwell Engineers when we meet with them in July.  There are several areas of cracks and gouges in the new cement; Nugteren will prepare a new punch list to be presented to Stockwell on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Nugteren picked up trees piles from storm damage; he has also compiled a nuisance list that will be sent to the Finance Officer next week.  The house located at 130 Pine St. has been demolished.  Laufman has been busy mowing, although with the dry conditions he is not mowing as often.  There has been vandalism at the park, the new basketball rims were bent and there was trash strewn over the park area.   The pool is open and running smoothly, one of the pumps in the baby pool may need to be replaced in the near future.  Ash Street has been chipped sealed and will be fog sealed the week of July 11th.  Several curb stops will be repaired by Matthaei.  The sign crew is almost through with the new signage in Canistota, and weeds at the lagoon as well as around town have been sprayed.  On a motion by Kerher, seconded by Becker, the report was approved as presented.  All voted yes, the motion carried.

Trevor Schroeder arrived at the meeting at 8pm.

Becker motioned to approve the gratuitous transfer of the City owned property on Elm Street to the CDC for $5,000.00 with the City to be reimbursed upon the sale of the property to a third party buyer, other than the reimbursement amount, no cash consideration shall be paid by the Buyer for the property, Weidenbach seconded the motion, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Schroeder presented a report on the pool to the Council.  He was advised that the AED will be located at the pool, with Nugteren ordering the fanny packs to be worn by the lifeguards and manager.  Schroeder was also asked to do safety checks with the guards, just so everyone is familiar with what to do in case of an emergency.  There will be free swimming at the pool during Sport Days on Friday, July 15th from 1pm-5pm and again on Saturday, July 16th, from 1pm to 5pm. 

Schroeder, Engbarth, Korkow, Sherer, and Anderson left the meeting at 8:25pm.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, the following bills were approved for payment as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $752,353.24; with total receipts of $74,683.51; and total disbursements of $55,000.00, leaving a balance on hand, July 1, 2016 of $772,036.75.  Townsend updated the Council on the DENR Funding that we received for the Main Street Project; the money is all loans with a stipulation the surcharges be raised on water and wastewater.   Trophies have been ordered and picked up for the Tractor Pull on Saturday, July 16, during Sport Days.  Becker signed the Letter of Acceptance for the CDBG Funding for Main Street.  Mayor Engbarth will sign the Agreement and Transfer of Real Estate when the City Attorney has updated the wording and the Quit Claim Deed for the CDC property purchase. The Finance Officer’s report was approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Concerns:
Mayor Engbarth, discussed painting City Hall, both inside and out, with donations to help defray the expense. Mayor Engbarth opened one bid for the City owned surplus property located on First Ave, Bill Grimes was the successful bidder at $3,030.00 and on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, the bid was accepted, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Joel Weidenbach had no concerns.

Rich Becker had no concerns.

Brad Miller discussed the Fireworks Ordinance

Jessica Kerher discussed complaints about litter and vandalism at the City Park.  She has also created a Facebook Page for the City of Canistota, be sure to check it out to “like” and “share”. 

After some discussion, the Council will convene in Special Session on Friday, July 22, 2016 at 8am on the Corner of Railway and Pine.  The Council will be meeting with Stockwell Engineers to discuss the drainage issue at that corner.  All are welcome.

A motion to adjourn at 9:29pm was made by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.
The next regular City Council meeting will be held on Monday, May 2, 2016 at 7pm, in the Community Room of City Hall.  All are welcome.
