
City Council Proceedings


The Canistota City Council met on Monday, June 1, 2015 at 7:00 pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room. City Council Members present: Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Anita Weiland; Absent, Brad Miller. Others present, Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren, Mark Norris Rex Stockwell, Nancy Sisco and Kim Westrup.

At 7:08pm Mayor Don Kom called the meeting to order.

Becker motioned to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Becker made a motion to approve the Special Meeting Proceedings as presented; Weiland seconded the motion; all voted yes and the motion carried.

On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, the minutes from the regular May Council Meeting were approved; all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Sheriff Norris was present at the meeting.  Sheriff Norris confirmed there would be 2 deputies available for the street dance to be held in conjunction with Sport Days.  With the vandalism at the bathhouse, the Council requested that park be patrolled on a regular basis. The speed sensor that the City is using was also discussed.  On a motion by Weiland, seconded by Becker, the Sheriff’s report was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.  Norris left the meeting at 7:10pm. 
 
There was no report on behalf of the Volunteer Fire Department.

  Nugteren presented an update on the Economic Development Corporation; the group is meeting this week, they are still waiting for the paperwork to be completed on the purchase of the Neuberger home.  The results of the SD Housing Study will be presented at the next regular Council Meeting on Monday, July 6, 2015   A SECOG Representative will also be present.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Weiland, the report was approved.  All voted yes, the motion carried.

Rex Stockwell with Stockwell Engineers was present to update the Council on the Phase 2 project. The Council was updated on mailbox relocation and a needed change order for that work, as well as access to homes along 4th Avenue.  Stockwell also visited with the Council about the proposed Willow Street Project; there are 3 options for the Council to consider with no action taken at this time.  Stockwell will also check on the progress of the Main proposal the Council requested.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weiland, the report was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried. 

James Baxa arrived at the meeting at 7:25pm.
Stockwell left the meeting at 7:40 pm.

Becker motioned, seconded by Weidenbach to issue a 3 day liquor license to Baxa’s Good Times Café and Bar to serve liquor on Main Street during the Sport Days Celebration.  All voted yes, the motion carried.
Baxa left the meeting at 7:45pm.

Kim Westrup met with the Council concerning City Property located west of their home.  No action was taken as this time.
Westrup left the meeting at 7:50pm.

Nancy Sisco met with the Council to express her concern over the sewer back up she has had in her basement after recent rains.  The Council expressed that the 2nd Avenue improvements along with Sisco’ s replacing their clay pipe to their home, will all but alleviate the issues they are now experiencing.  Sisco also inquired about tree removal and will deal directly with the contractor of the Phase 2 project.  Sisco left the meeting at 8:10pm.

Weiland motioned, seconded by Weidenbach to purchase from Diede’s Used Cars a 2009 Chevy Pickup at a cost of $18,750.00; with the City trading in the 1998 Chevy pickup with City equipment removed from the pickup. All voted yes, the motion carried. 

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the following bills were approved for payment as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Nugteren presented the Maintenance Report: There was one building permit issued along with one conditional use permit.  The City has purchased a new pickup from Diede’s Used Cars; a speed sensor was replaced in the current City pickup.  The City has received an estimate from the Frontline Plus Fire and Rescue for chimes to be added to the new siren, the cost estimate for the noon and 6pm chimes is $1,858.00, it is the consensus of the Council to not order the chimes at this time.  A new door has been installed in the bathroom at the Bathhouse, Nugteren is moving the speed sensor around Canistota; a complete nuisance list is being compiled and will be submitted at the July meeting. Laufman is mowing City property.  Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Becker to hire Scott’s Lawn Care to fertilize and spray the football field twice this year with a total cost of $420, all voted yes; the motion carried.  Clark Paving will be giving us an estimate on patching streets, the lagoons have been mowed; flower pots have been placed on Main Street.  H & H Contracting has cleaned the water tower, they have recommended several areas that need immediate attention; Nugteren will bring cost estimates to the July 6 meeting for the Council’s consideration.  Nugteren has the pool open, the Council wishes to thank Nugteren for the long hours he puts in to get the pool running every spring.  The Finance Officer was instructed to get more information from the City of Salem on their part-time Code Enforcement Officer.  The Maintenance report was approved on a motion by Weiland, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.


The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $682,218.04 with deposits of $128,422.46; and disbursements of $0, leaving a balance of hand, June 1st, 2015 of $840,640.50.   The Finance Officer will be out of the office on June 10, 11, and 12th to attend a Conference in Pierre.  On a motion by Weiland, seconded by Becker, the following resolution was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried:

RESOLUTION 04-2015

WHEREAS, the City of Canistota desires assistance from the SD Department of Transportation Community Access Grant (CAG) Program for the purpose of completing the improvements to Main Street, and

WHEREAS, the City Council hereby commits to the continued maintenance of the street, and

WHEREAS, the City Council commits to the engineering costs and the local match for the project, and

WHEREAS, the City Council acknowledges its responsibility to secure rights-of way or easements for construction.

BE IT RESOVLED the City Council hereby authorizes the filing of a grant application, including all understandings and assurances contained therein, for the Community Access Grant, and hereby authorizes the Mayor to act in connection with the application and to provide such additional information as maybe required.

Jade Peterson will also cover hours in the bathhouse in the absence of the Manager at a rate of $9.00/hour, Peterson will be paid $8.50/hour to lifeguard as previously motioned at the May meeting.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  Becker motioned, seconded by Weiland to pay the lifeguards on days that there is inclement weather, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Joel Weidenbach had no concerns

Rich Becker had no concerns.

Anita Weiland discussed nuisance properties, 3 nuisance letters have been sent to City residents.  











On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Weiland, the meeting was adjourned at 10:08pm, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The next regular City Council Meeting will be held at 7pm on Monday, July 6th, 2015 in the Community Room of City Hall.  Prior to the Regular Council Meeting, the Council will meet in Special Session to review and update 
City Ordinances.
