City Council Proceedings

 The Canistota City Council met on Monday June 6, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Justin Engbarth, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach and Jessica Kerher. Brad Miller arrived at 8:15pm.  Others present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, Kristi Laber, Gabe Laber, Lee Miller, Trevor Schroeder, Sadie Anderson, Jilianne Hofer, Corey Spicer, Barb Spicer and Nancy Korkow arrived at 7:10pm.  

At 7:00 pm, Mayor Justin Engbarth called the meeting to order.

Weidenbach motioned to approve the agenda, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

At 7:05pm., Becker moved to enter into executive session for legal counsel, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Executive session was declared over at 7:37pm and the Council convened in open session.  

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the last regular Council meeting were approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Council reviewed the written report submitted by the Sheriff’s Office, there was no representative present. 
The report was approved as submitted.

Gabe Laber, City Engineer from DGR Engineering, visited with the Council about the need to conduct a preliminary engineering report in order to be considered for Rural Development loans.  Also to be included in this study is cost projections for future Phases in Water and Wastewater improvements in Canistota.   On a motion by Becker, seconded by Kerher, Laber will complete the report for approximately $5,000.00, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Corey Spicer was present to discuss Sprue Lane with the Council.  Laber, City Attorney will draw up a contract specifying the terms of the assessment for paving to be paid by the homeowners on Spruce Lane. The paving of Spruce Lane could be included in the cost estimate with Main Street. The Council will review the contract when completed and present it back to Spicer for all property owners to review and sign and return to the City Council for final approval. 

Laber and Laber left the meeting at 7:50pm.

Korkow presented the report for the Volunteer Fire Department; they answered 2 fire calls and had 4 rescue calls in May.  The report was approved as presented.

Korkow and Nugteren presented the report from the Canistota Development Corporation.  The group has sold the home that they have been rehabbing, there is just some cement work in the basement to be completed; the closing is scheduled for June 16th, 2016.  The group is expecting the Governor’s home to be delivered in late June, early July.  The CDC asked the Council to consider letting them put the home on an alternate site, City property located at 550 Elm Street with the sale price of the property to be paid back to the City upon the home being sold.  The report was approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

James Baxa arrived at the meeting at 8pm.

Trevor Schroeder, Pool Manager updated the Council on the progress he and the lifeguards are making in painting and cleaning at the pool.  The lifeguards also asked for Council approval to wear life-guard appropriate 2-piece suits at the pool, the suits must be red in color, after some discussion, the Council approved the request unanimously.  Also discussed were the life guard stands, they have been taken down; painted and new seats will be purchased.  Compensation for the lifeguards and Manager was discussed, once all of the needed repairs and painting at the pool have been completed, the pool staff will assist with jobs around the City.  A new battery and pads for the AED have been ordered at a cost of $148.00 through the Fire Department, the purchase was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Kim Westrup arrived at the meeting at 8pm. 

James Baxa was present for the Public Hearing on his request to sell beer and liquor on Main Street for three days during Sport Days.  The fee of $500.00 was discussed with no change made.  The license was granted to Baxa’s Café and Pub on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Baxa also discussed selling beer to the public during the X-treme Bull Riding Tour being held on private property.  Baxa was informed that the Council will hold a public hearing on his application before it can be considered at the next Council meeting.  Baxa also visited with the Council about the City owned property located just east of his business.  It is being used for parking; several options were discussed with no action taken at this time.  Baxa left the meeting at 8:25pm.

Barb Spicer and Lee Miller had nuisance concerns with garbage and also junk accumulating in neighboring yards.   They were advised to file the appropriate Complaint forms with the Sheriff serving those complaints to the owners of the property.   The Finance Officer will also send letters to the property owners with a copy of the Nuisance Ordinance.  Kim Westrup was present to ask about cutting down 2 trees on the property line of their property and City property, the Council will look into the matter and give her an opinion.  The trees are too big to be relocated. 
Westrup, Miller, Schroeder, Anderson and Hofer left the meeting at 8:56pm.  C. Spicer left the meeting at 9:07pm.

Nugteren presented his Maintenance report for the month of May, there were nuisance complaints about dogs running at large, a couple of cats were relocated to the country, three building permits were issued in May, general equipment repair and cleaning were done.  The Planning and Zoning Board met to discuss a variance request.  The Board recommended the City Council approve the request, and on a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, the variance was approved as presented.  All voted yes, the motion carried. Nugteren helped remove a large tree that fell across Pine Street.  Matthaei Excavating will level off City Property on 2nd Ave. due to the ground settling.  Mosquitos have been sprayed one time and larvicide briquettes have been placed in standing water, culverts and storm sewers around Canistota.  The code enforcement officer has been to Canistota and has documented nuisances around the City. Most of the curb and gutter have been swept; a sign crew has been to Canistota and has started installing new signs.  The flowers pots and benches have all been put out on Main Street; water samples have been submitted for testing.  Nugteren has also been talking with Mel Weber and her students concerning park improvements.  The City is waiting for Stockwell Engineers to survey elevations on Railway Ave., Miller motioned, seconded by Becker to have the City Attorney send a letter to Stockwell Engineers to have them address and give completion dates of the punch list of repairs still to be completed on the Phase 2 project, along with the as-built paperwork, and to address the drainage issues within the Phase 2 project.  All voted yes, the motion was approved.  Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to remove the barb wire around the top of the fence surrounding the pool, all voted yes, the motion carried. The maintenance report was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

B. Spicer and Korkow left the meeting at 9:18pm. 

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Kerher, the following bills were approved for payment as presented; with the exception of holding the payment for Mid-America Pool Renovations until they arrive in Canistota on June 8th, 2016 all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $724,412.30; with total receipts of $97,784.18; and total disbursements of $70,000.00, leaving a balance on hand, June 1, 2016 of $752,196.48.   On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, pool rental for private parties will not be changed at this time, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve the Security State Bank Corporate Authorization Resolution, all voted yes, the motion carried.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, the surplus property located on First Ave will be advertised for sale with bids beginning at $3,000.00, all voted yes, the motion carried. The City Council reviewed the first reading of Resolution of Necessity #2016-06.02 regarding curb and gutter assessments to those property owners in the Phase 2 project.  The Finance Officer will be sending out a letter to the property owners and there will be a public hearing at the July meeting at 7pm, to consider any discrepancies the land owners may find with their legal description. The Finance Officers report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Concerns:

Mayor Engbarth,   Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Becker, to adopt passage of the 2nd Reading of Ordinance #2016-05 to be effective immediately upon publication, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Ordinance is printed elsewhere in this edition of the Clipper.  Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to approve Resolution 2016-06, applying for funding with the LWCF, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The pool schedule was discussed, the Mayor was assured when he last spoke with a rep from Mid-America Pool Renovations, they would be in Canistota on June 8th and the pool could be open by June 17th.  East Avenue is now a City owned street for maintenance purposes and the County will maintain Railway Avenue.  The City has contributed payment to McCook County for flashing signs; the Finance Officer will contact the Auditor’s Office to see about having the flashing signs placed along Railway Ave near the Cameron Inn for pedestrian safety.   Because of the 4th of July Holiday is on the first Monday of the month, the next regular meeting of the Canistota City Council will be held on Thursday, July 7th, 2016 at 7pm.

 Becker noted that Verizon is negotiating to build a cell tower in the City.

Weidenbach had no concerns.

Miller discussed the mowing and spraying schedule at the ball field

Kerher had no concerns.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, the meeting was adjourned at 10:28pm.  The next regular meeting of the Canistota City Council will be held on Thursday, July 7th, 2016 at 7pm in the Community Room of City Hall.
