ORDINANCE NO. 2016-08

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 7, CHAPTER 7.04, SECTION 7.0402, SPEED LIMITATIONS OF THE MUNICIPAL ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CANISTOTA, MCCOOK COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF CANISTOTA, MCCOOK COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Section 1.  That Section 7.0402, Speed Limitations, of the Canistota Municipal Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

7.0402		Speed Limitations.  It shall be unlawful for any person to operate or drive any vehicle upon a highway or streets of the City or in any municipal park at a rate of speed greater than the following:

1. Fifteen miles per hour when passing a school during a school recess or while children are going to or leaving school during the opening or closing hours.

1. Fifteen miles per hour when approaching within fifty feet and in traversing an intersection of streets when the driver’s view is obstructed.  A driver’s view shall be deemed to be obstructed when at any time during the last fifty feet of his approach to such intersection he does not have a clear and uninterrupted view of such intersection for a distance of two hundred feet from such intersection.

1. Fifteen miles per hour on Main Street between Seventh Avenue and Ponderosa Avenue.

1. Except as provided above, twenty-five miles per hour on all streets, or as otherwise designated.

1. Fifteen miles per hour in the City parks.
