

City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, March 2, 2015 at 7:00 pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room. City Council Members present:   Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, and Anita Weiland, Brad Miller arrived at the meeting at 8:05pm.  Absent, Mayor Don Kom.   Others present, Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren, Nancy Korkow and Steve Marquardt.

At 7:00pm Council President Joel Weidenbach called the meeting to order.

Weiland motioned to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Becker made a motion to approve last month’s minutes as presented, Weiland seconded the motion, all voted yes and the motion carried.

There was no written report received from the Sheriff’s office.

Korkow presented the report for the Volunteer Fire Department; they responded to 5 rescue calls and had no fire calls during the month of February.  The beach themed fund raiser was a great success.  The next fund raiser will be the Annual Pancake Feed which will be held on Sunday, April 12, 2015.   On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weiland, the report was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow and Nugteren presented an update on the Economic Development Corporation; CAB has been approved by the IRS for their 501C3 status, retroactive to November, 2014.  The group is moving forward with the remodeling of a home which will then be for sale.  They are also exploring the option of a Governor’s home which will be placed on the property they own in Canistota.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Weiland, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Toby Brown, SECOG representative arrived at the meeting at 7:10 pm.
Nancy Korkow left the meeting at 7:10pm.

Steve Marquardt visited with the Council about his concerns with the drainage and the water that flows south out of town during a large rain event. The Council noted his concerns and informed Marquardt that they have discussed with the City engineer the possibility of entering into an agreement to fund a drainage study in 2015.  The Council agreed to keep Marquardt up dated on the progress of that report. 
Marquardt left the meeting at 7:27pm. 

Brown addressed the concerns of the Council on the updating of the City Ordinances along with any questions concerning the proposed Comprehensive Plan for the City of Canistota.  The Council is still in the reviewing process for the Ordinances, but will entertain a resolution at the April 6 meeting adopting the Comprehensive Plan 2035.   Brown also discussed the Grant that is available to Municipalities for a storm sewer study. 
Brown left the meeting at 7:50pm.

Nugteren presented his written maintenance report:  he received one request for a live trap for a cat in a basement, no building permits were issued last month.  Nugteren presented a quote from Frontline Plus, Inc.  for the equipment and installation of a new weather warning siren for the City of Canistota during the Spring of 2015.
There was a water break on 6th Ave, and also a suspected break on 5th Ave which required the installation of a new box riser.  The Joseph Morrison home has been razed.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weiland the City of Canistota will apply for a grant to help offset the cost of a Storm Sewer Study.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  Concrete sidewalks and pads for the picnic tables in the City Park were discussed with no action taken at this time.  Repairs at the City Pool were discussed and before any repairs can be made, the Council would like to see a pressure check of the lines completed.  Nugteren will bring more information on the prospect of lining the pool.  The Council has received an estimate for the work but still needs more clarification before making any decisions.  The topic will be revisited at the April 6, 2015 Council meeting.  Nugteren also visited with the Council about hiring someone to assist him this summer.  Nugteren has many projects identified that the summer help would be responsible for including sealing the new grandstand at the ballpark, miscellaneous painting, gathering and disposing of garbage, and assist with work at the pool.  A family in the Community has contacted Nugteren expressing interest in a possible donation at the ballpark in memory of a family member, nothing definite has been proposed to the Council at this time.  There were a couple of sewer issues that were discussed with Nugteren monitoring the situation.  The Maintenance report was approved as presented on a motion by Becker seconded by Weiland, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Miller motioned, seconded by Becker to approve the following bills for payment as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $673,511.90 with deposits of $49,760.39, and disbursements of $107,565.00 leaving a balance of hand, March 1st, 2015 of $615,707.29.  AmeriPride will continue to provide the rugs for use at City Hall.  Delinquent water bills were discussed with the Council.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weiland the Finance Officer’s report was approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

Council Concerns:

Joel Weidenbach reviewed CDBG and DENR items for the Phase 2 Project; a draw request was submitted by the City for $32,240.00 the request was approved and signed by Rich Becker, the Certifying Agent.  The bids for the Phase 2 project are to be opened on March 10th, 2015 in the Community Room of City Hall at 10 am.  All are welcome to attend the opening of the submitted bids.   On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weiland, there will be a Special Meeting of the City Council on Thursday, March 12th, 2015 at 9am in the Community Room of City Hall to award the received bids for the Phase 2 project.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  

Rich Becker; Discussed Sport Days with the Council.  Also, there will be an open house to inform everyone, and especially those residents directly affected by the Phase 2 project.  Those residents living along any street affected by the Phase 2 project will receive a letter informing them of the meeting date and time.  The Open House has been set for Tuesday, March 24, 2015 at 7pm in the Community Room of City Hall.  All are invited and welcome to attend.   The estimates for the Phase 2 project are over budget at the present time, rather than take out any part of the project; the Council will receive bids first to review the costs.  Changes to the project may take place at a later date at the discretion of the Council. 




Brad Miller; Discussed the noise Ordinance and how to best enforce it, he has received complaints on a vehicle with a loud muffler idling early in the morning.  Miller has also received complaints concerning garbage that is not being picked up on garbage day.  The FO has been instructed to visit with Addy Disposal concerning this oversight.

Weiland had no concerns.

Bids will be opened at 10am on Tuesday, March 10th in the Community Room of City Hall. All are welcome to attend.

There will be a Special Meeting of the City Council to award bids at 9am on Thursday, March 12th, in the Community Room of City Hall. All are welcome to attend. 

The next regular meeting of the Canistota City Council will be held on Monday April 6th, 2015 in the Community room of City Hall.

On a motion by Weiland, seconded by Miller, the meeting was adjourned at 10pm.  All voted yes, the motion carried.
