City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday March 7, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Rihannon Delle; Absent, Mayor Don Kom.  Other present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, Justin Engbarth, Nancy Korkow arrived at 7:04pm.   

At 7:03 pm, Council President Weidenbach called the meeting to order.

 Delle motioned to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, the minutes from the last regular meeting were approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Sheriff Norris was not present for the meeting and his written report for January and February  was reviewed and approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion was approved.

 Korkow presented the Volunteer Fire Department Report, They received 3 rescue calls in February, their annual beach party was a success with 111 meals being served, the new fire truck is almost ready to respond to calls, the annual Pancake Feed will be held on Sunday, April 3, 2016.  All are welcome and encouraged to come out and support the Volunteer Fire Department. The report was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.


Korkow also presented the report from the Canistota Economic Development Corporation.  They are moving forward with the home they are rehabbing with taping, texturing and skim coating; some cabinets in the kitchen are up.  They have requested their annual contribution from the City of Canistota.  There was no update on the Governor’s House. The report was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report, The Dodge pickup is in Mitchell for repair of the transmission.  Nugteren attended an asphalt workshop and seal coat workshop.  A light issue at the ballpark was discussed, all lights may need to be adjusted; lights for the new little ballfield were also discussed with those lights to be installed on a separate fuse box in the pump hut. The nuisance property located at 6th & Elm has been abated. SDRW was in Canistota to video the utility lines under Main Street.  The lagoons have been checked with all appropriate paperwork completed.  Nugteren is checking into the cost of chip sealing and crack sealing Ash along with other Streets in Canistota.  McCook County will hire a Code Enforcement Officer and Canistota will participate in the program.  The Officer will give his recommendation to the City Council to bring homes in compliance with City Ordinances and Codes.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, Resolution 2016-03.02, Canistota’s Participation in an Assessment of Needs Related to Dilapidated Buildings was unanimously approved, with all voting yes, the motion carried.  The Resolution is printed elsewhere in this edition of the Clipper.  Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to approve the Maintenance report as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Leslie Mastroianni, SECOG representative arrived at the meeting at 7:50pm.
Nancy Korkow left the meeting at 7:50pm.

Gabe Laber, DGR Representative arrived at the meeting at 8:02pm.

Laber and Mastroianni updated the Council on the different funding opportunities for Main Street Improvement.  Mastroianni has talked to Rural Development about funding the project and that is a possibility, along with CDBG and SRF Grants and loans.  The design of Main Street and sidewalk width was also discussed.  There is a public hearing scheduled for Monday, March 21, 2016 at 8pm to update the Public on the proposed funding opportunities. Also discussed was adding 3 blocks of streets on Oak and Walnut to the scope of the project.

Laber and Mastroianni left the meeting at 8:38pm.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $671,636.32, with total receipts of $42,154.40 and total disbursements of $45,000.00, leaving a balance on hand, March1, 2016 of $668,790.72.  Delle motioned, seconded by Miller to approve Resolution #2016-03, to raise the Utility Application Deposit Fee to $100, all voted yes, the motion carried. The Resolution is printed elsewhere in this edition of the Clipper.   Lifeguard applications were discussed with no action taken at this time, the Finance Officer was instructed to advertise the positions for 2 weeks County wide.   The admission prices at the pool were discussed with a decision tabled until the April 4th, meeting.  The Election Board for the April 12th election will be paid $125 for the day plus meals on a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Wednesday, April 13th, 5:30pm was set as the date the Council will convene to canvass the votes from the April 12th election.  Justin Engbarth’s name was drawn to appear first on the April 12th Ballot for Mayor, Donald Kom will appear in the second position.  Water, wastewater and garbage utilities were discussed. The Council will meet on Monday, March 21st at 6:30am in special session to consider the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission in regard to the Platt of Lot 1A in Block 1 of Cameron Inn Addition to the City of Canistota.  The Council will convene on Monday, the 21st of March as the Board of Equalization at 7pm, and at 8pm the Council will conduct a Public Hearing for utility funding on Main Street.   On a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, the Finance Officer’s report was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried

Engbarth left the meeting at 9:24pm.

Council Concerns:

Joel Weidenbach, presented information to the Council on the program, Paint South Dakota, with no action taken.  Weidenbach would also like to see Canistota Sport Days listed on the SDML calendar.  The Finance Officer will check into that possibility.
