City Council Proceedings- Special Meeting

Mayor Kom was absent. Also present for the meeting, Darin Nugteren, Maintenance Supervisor and Planning and Zoning Administrator, Kathy Townsend, Finance Officer, Steve Marquardt, Jeff Nielsen, Ryan Ortman and Gabe Laber, City Engineer.

Council President Weidenbach called the meeting to order at 6:33pm.

Delle motioned to approve the agenda as presented, the motion died for lack of a second.

Becker motioned to amend the agenda with the addition of Ryan Ortman to speak under Citizen Concerns.  Delle seconded the motion; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Becker motioned to approve the amended agenda, Miller seconded the motion, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Weidenbach recognized Marquardt to speak to the Council.  Marquardt expressed his concerns with drainage issues and flow of water. Nielsen was recognized to speak with the Council; he also expressed concern about drainage. Ortman was recognized and informed the Council that at this time his concern is getting his property platted, and when and if he develops the property, he will proceed with caution to make sure any development is done correctly.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, Resolution #2016-03.08, approving the plat of Lot 1A in Block 1 of Cameron Inn Addition to the City of Canistota was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Resolution is printed elsewhere in this edition of the Clipper.

On a motion by Becker seconded by Miller, the meeting was adjourned at 7:13pm, all voted yes, the motion carried.
