City Council Proceedings

Meeting One:

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, May 4, 2015 at 7:00 pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room. City Council Members present: Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Anita Weiland and Brad Miller. Others present, Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren, Nancy Korkow, Mark Norris and Eric Case.

At 7:01pm Mayor Don Kom called the meeting to order.

Becker motioned to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Becker made a motion to approve last month’s Proceedings as presented, Weiland seconded the motion, all voted yes and the motion carried.

The written report received from the Sheriff’s office was reviewed.  The City of Canistota has a new Deputy that resides in town.   Sheriff Norris indicated there would be 2 deputies available for the street dance to be held in conjunction with Sport Days.  The Sheriff’s report was approved as presented on a motion by Weiland, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Norris left the meeting at 7:10pm. 
 
Korkow presented the report from the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  They responded to one rescue call and one fire call during the past month.  The Department responded to one call when the burn ban was in effect and the McCook County resident was fined for burning during the ban. The burn ban has been lifted.  The Fire Department has their building paid off one year early; their next endeavor will be to purchase a new pumper truck.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Weiland.  All voted yes, the motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Korkow and Nugteren presented an update on the Economic Development Corporation; the group is getting bids for repairs on a home they are rehabbing.  The group has a scheduled meeting on May 7, 2015; there will be a representative from SD Housing Authority concerning the recent Housing Study, along with a representative from the Governor’s Office of Economic Development present at the meeting.  Other properties in need of rehab were also discussed.  On a motion by Weiland, seconded by Becker, the report was approved.  All voted yes, the motion carried.

Brad Engbarth arrived at 7:30pm.
Toby Brown arrived at the meeting at 7:30 pm

Eric Case with Stockwell Engineers was present to update the Council on the Phase 2 project. The projected start date has been moved to Monday, May 18th, with work beginning on 4th Ave.  Rex Stockwell will be the project manager with Eric Case handling landowner concerns and Josh Ketchum overseeing the day to day activities.  The replacement of infrastructure on Willow Street was discussed.  McCook County will be doing some resurfacing of that street in 2017 so the City will need to have the infrastructure in place before that time.  The total cost projection for the urban section is approximately $629,033.00; this would include curb and gutter with a 37 foot street.  The cost projection for a rural section, which would include a 28 foot street and some ditch grading with no curb and gutter, is $380,548.00.  The work would have to be completed in 2016.  No action on this project was taken at this time.

Case left the meeting at 7:35 pm.
Dustin Addy arrived at the meeting at 7:40 pm

The garbage collection contract between the City and Addy Disposal was discussed; we have a yearly agreement with Addy Disposal.   Korkow answered questions from the Council concerning recycling containers and also picking up grass clippings and leaves.  Right now Addy Disposal does not offer recycling containers nor do they pick up grass clippings.

Danielle Bond arrived at the meeting at 7:50pm

Citizen Concerns:

Brad Engbarth met with the Council to discuss the easement issue.  No action was taken.

Korkow and Engbarth left the meeting at 7:52 pm.

Dustin Addy met with the Council.  He submitted a McCook County Drainage Permit Acceptance Form for the Council’s consideration.  He explained the proposal to the Council.  The City will not be impacted by this tiling. .A special meeting will be held to sign the agreement.  Addy left the meeting at 8:08 pm.

The Council visited with Danielle Bond about the hours needed to manage the Pool, and also scheduling of lifeguards.  Fund- raising for the pool was also briefly discussed.
Bond left the meeting at 8:18 pm.

Toby Brown, SECOG representative, discussed the up dated Ordinance revisions with the Council.  He visited with the Council about the 2 Wards and also talked about lengthening the terms of Councilpersons and Mayor.  The Council will continue to review the Ordinances and will hold a Special Meeting on Monday, June 1, 2015 at 6pm to continue reviewing the Ordinances.
Brown left at 8:30pm.

The Planning and Zoning Commission met on April 13, 2015 and submitted the following recommendations to the Council for approval:  A Conditional Use Permit for a manufactured home, eleven conditions were set forth per City Ordinance, was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, the following Resolution was approved for adoption, all voted yes, the motion carried:

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report, the City pickup has been repaired, Diede is looking for a used pickup for the City; specifications will be submitted to him so he knows exactly what the City is looking for, the new warning siren has been installed and on a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, the outdated warning siren will be surplused.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  Nugteren has been instructed to gather cost estimates on adding the noon and 6pm chime back to the siren, he will let the Council know at next regular Council meeting on June 1st.  Xcel Energy was in town to look over their poles, they will be relocating some poles because of the Phase 2 project.  Nugteren is working on repairing the mosquito sprayer, and also has been working at the park seeding grass and has ordered a new door for the bathroom.  Laufman has been mowing, streets are being swept as time allows.  Nugteren will start work at the pool soon and will contact MC &R to open the pool for the summer season..  Water has been turned on at the ballpark and the restrooms are open.  Clark Paving will be in town this week to look over several streets that will need attention this summer.  Nugteren will check with an arborist at SDSU concerning dead trees near the lagoon.  Townsend will check with DENR concerning the lagoon/ wastewater regulations.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, the Maintenance report was approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $684,488.13 with deposits of $84,454.38; and disbursements of $86,724.47 leaving a balance of hand, May 1st, 2015 of $682,218.04.  A request for a reduced admission to the pool was discussed with no action taken.  Townsend has talked with SECOG to explore and apply for grant funding for Main Street repairs.  We will need to get a traffic count; McCook County has offered the free use of their equipment, Nugteren will set up the traffic counter as soon as possible.  The Finance Officer was instructed to take those residents to small claims court for past due billings. The survey results concerning the pool were discussed.  It is the consensus that the pool is very important to the citizens of Canistota and the City will explore options to repair the pool.  Sandblasting and painting was discussed as well as lining the pool with a vinyl liner, the cost for these options is approximately $100,000.00, fund raising will be needed to supplement the cost of the repairs. The rubble site will be closed on Saturday, May 16th; there will not be an attendant available to work that day.  The Finance Officer’s report was approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Weiland, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weiland, meeting one was adjourned at 9:58pm, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Mayor Kom:   On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weiland, a contract with AET for Construction Testing during Phase 2 at an approximate cost of $11,925.00 was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried. The Council discussed in depth additional streets to be included in the Phase 2 project at City expense.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, 2nd Ave with an approximate cost of $66.000.00 and one half of a block along 3rd Avenue at an approximate cost of $41,000.00 will be added to the Phase 2 project.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  The following lifeguards will be hired for the 2015 summer swim season along with the following wage on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Weiland, all voted yes, the motion carried:
Jade Peterson, $8.50/ hour, contingent upon all certification being received in the Finance Office by June 1, 2015; Mason Decker, $8.25/ hour; Carson Roshone, $8.00/ hour; Jacob White Lance, $8.00/ hour; Cole Anderson, $8.00/hour; and  Scott Jolley, $8.00/ hour.  Also, Peterson and Decker will be offered the position of teaching swimming lessons contingent upon completing the WSI certification and providing documentation of the same to the Finance Officer.  Peterson and Decker are also requested to be present at the June 1st City Council Meeting. The Manager position at the pool was discussed with the job being offered to Danielle Bond at $12.00/hour on a motion by Becker, seconded by Weiland, all voted yes the motion carried.
Opening day at the Pool will be May 31, 2015 and will close on Sunday August 16, 2015.  The hours of operation will remain Monday through Friday from 1pm to 5pm and 6pm to 8pm; Hours on Saturday and Sunday are 1pm to 6pm.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Weiland, Eugene Zelmer has been offered the positon of part time summer maintenance help at $10/hour; all voted yes, the motion carried.  A nuisance property was discussed with a letter and a time line to be sent to the property owner to bring the property into compliance with City Ordinances.

Anita Weiland will be getting the flower pots planted and out in time for Mother’s Day.

Brad Miller received a call concerning a damaged sidewalk and property owner responsibility, it needs to comply with City Ordinance and the Finance Officer was asked to send a letter informing the homeowner of the need to repair and/or replace the sidewalk.

The Council will meet in Special Session on Wednesday, May 6, 2015 to consider the request of a drainage permit.  The meeting will begin at 8:30 am.
