
City Council Proceedings

Meeting One
The Canistota City Council met on Monday May 2, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Rihannon 
Delle; Others present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, Jessica Kerher, Kristi Laber, Brad Engbarth, Ryan Ortman, Justin Engbarth, Deputy Anna Misar, and Cory Spicer.  Nancy Korkow with Avery Ann Korkow and Carla Engbarth arrived at the meeting at 7:42pm.   

At 7:00 pm, Mayor Don Kom called the meeting to order.

Weidenbach motioned to approve the agenda with a change to note the first reading of Ordinance 2016-05, not aresolution, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

McCook County Sheriff Deputy Anna Misar presented the sheriff’s written report for March.  A written report from April was not received.  The Council had no concerns and on a motion Becker, seconded by Delle, the report was approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Deputy Misar left the meeting at 7: 03pm.

At 7:04pm., Miller moved to enter into executive session for legal counsel, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Executive session was declared over at 7:42pm and the Council convened in open session.  Ortman and Engbarth left the meeting at this time.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the last regular Council meeting were approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The minutes from the Special Council meeting held on April 13th, 2016 were approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow presented the report for the Volunteer Fire Department; they answered 3 rescue calls in April.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow presented the report from the Canistota Economic Corporation.  The group has sold the home that they have been rehabbing, the closing date will be sometime in June.  They are expecting the Governor’s home to be delivered in either June or July of this year.  The report was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Korkow left the meeting at 7:47pm.  Brad Engbarth arrived back at the meeting at 7:47pm.

Cory Spicer visited with the Council regarding Spruce Lane and what steps to take before Spruce Lane is a publically dedicated street in the City. Several options were discussed.  The Council took no action at this time.

Nugteren presented the written maintenance report; he issued 3 building permits and one permit for a demo in April.  Several cats were trapped and relocated to the country.  Nugteren is working with SECOG to update our Zoning and Subdivision Ordinances.  City property was discussed and on a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach the following property was declared as surplus, Block 17, except the S 60’ thereof, City of Canistota, SD.  The property will be appraised by 3 property owners in the City, advertised and sealed bids will be accepted and opened at the June 6th regular Council meeting, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The C50 tractor has been serviced, the street sweeper has been repaired and both are ready for use.  The Phase 2 punch list was discussed along with a drainage issue. The Code Enforcement Officer will soon be in Canistota compiling a list of nuisance properties.  Melissa Weber and her class will be attending the next regular Council meeting to discuss park improvements.  Nugteren has been cleaning up around the park, someone has vandalized the restroom door, Nugteren has repaired it for now, and he has also installed a basketball rim and tether ball that has been vandalized.   Pool renovations should begin soon, with the prep crew to be here around the first of May and the glass crew here around the middle of the month.  No opening date has yet been determined.   The culverts at the Rubble Site have been replaced.  Ash Street will be chipped sealed this summer at an estimated cost of $16,000.00.  Weeds around the parks, lagoon and rubble site will be sprayed soon. New signage will be installed as part of a Federal Program the City is participating in. Carla Engbarth visited with the Council about her concerns with the removal of the 4 way stop signs at the corner of Main Street and East Ave.  The maintenance report was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Laber left the meeting at 8:45pm.
