City Council Proceedings

 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, November 7, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Justin Engbarth, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Jessica Kerher.   Others present: Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren, Finance Officer, Kathy Townsend, Eric Eisloeffel, Brian Kruse, Nancy Korkow arrived at the meeting at 7:04pm and James Baxa arrived at 7:07pm.    

Mayor Justin Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7pm.

Becker motioned, seconded by Miller, to approve the agenda as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The minutes from the last regular council meeting were approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Miller to approve the proceedings from the Special Council Meeting held on October 19th, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

The Sheriff did not attend the meeting but did submit a written report which was accepted on a motion by Becker, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Speeding on 7th Ave was discussed along with residents living in campers that are not parked in a campground.

Korkow presented the report for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department; the annual Halloween dance was a success, the department responded to 10 EMT calls with no fire calls during the month of October.  The report was accepted on a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

Nugteren, Kerher and Korkow presented the report for the Canistota Development Corporation.  The Governor’s house is nearing completion with utilities being installed this week; the garage has also been up-graded to match the home.  The group will meet sometime the first part of November.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the report was approved as presented.  All voted yes, the motion carried.

Citizen Concerns:
Eric Eisloeffel, new owner of the Eric’s Bar was present to introduce himself to the Council and to answer any questions concerning his applications for Retail On- Sale and a Package Off -Sale License Application.  Eisloeffel also updated the Council on the new name that he will call his business, “The Hawks Nest”.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, a transfer for the Retail On- Sale and a transfer for the Package Off-Sale Liquor License was approved for the Hawks Nest; all voted yes, the motion carried. Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to approve the renewal application for Retail On-Sale and the renewal application for the Package Off-Sale Liquor License for the Hawks Nest, all voted yes, the motion carried.
James Baxa left the meeting at 7:19pm.

Commander Brian Kruse asked the Council to purchase brackets for the street lamps on Main Street to hold the American Flag.  The Legion would like to see the Flag proudly displayed year round.  The Legion will be responsible for replacing the flags as needed.  Becker motioned, seconded by Miller, to have the City purchase the needed brackets, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Nugteren will look into ordering the brackets. 
People living long-tern in campers was discussed.  The Sheriff will be contacted to handle one such instance which is in violation of City Ordinance. 
Korkow, Kruse and Eisloeffel left the meeting at 7:35pm.

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report: Two bids were submitted for Council review concerning the lease of a new Payloader.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the current Payloader will be surplussed for sale, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Finance Officer will advertise for bids with bids to be received in the Finance Office by 12:00pm on Friday, December 2, 2016. The bids will be opened at the regular City Council meeting to be held on Monday, December 5th at 7pm in the Community Room of City Hall.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Kerher, the City of Canistota will enter into a lease agreement with Case for a 2017 621G Payloader, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Nugteren received several animal complaints during the month of October with 14 cats being relocated at area farms.  The power washer is need of repair, Nugteren was instructed to make the repairs; 3 building permits were issued in October.  Nugteren has picked up various branch piles around the City and disposed of them at the rubble site.  Nugteren and Rex Stockwell inspected the Phase 2 project to document the warranty items the City has concerns with; due to the lateness of the year, any items on the punch list not completed by the contractor this year, will be corrected in the spring.
The old jail house was discussed, it is becoming a nuisance, Nugteren will get an estimate to repair and update the building, it houses the old jail; an estimate to tear down and cap the well was received; the Council will discuss the topic in December. The bathhouse and restrooms have all been winterized along with the ballfield.  Upgrading the electrical wiring at the ballpark next spring was discussed with no action taken at this time.  Nuisance properties and hiring a code enforcement officer for the City of Canistota was discussed.  The Finance Officer will explore some options before the December meeting. Streets are being swept as time allows.  The maintenance report was accepted as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

The following bills were approved for payment as presented on a motion by Kerher, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $693,960.91; with total receipts of $55,909.82, leaving a balance on hand, November1st, 2016 of $749,870.73.
Weidenbach motioned to approve Resolution 2017-01, Adjusting City Water Rates, the motion died for lack of a second.  Resolution 2017-02 also died for lack of a motion.  The Council declined the annual 2% increase in water and sewer rates at this time.  The Council wishes to thank Xcel Energy for their continued generous support with a $5,000.00 donation for the pool renovation which was completed this past year. The first reading of Supplemental Ordinance 2016-10 was acknowledged.  The 13th Annual Parade of Lights will be held on Sunday, December 4th beginning at 5:30pm.  The Mayor will enter a float in the Parade. Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to adopt the CDBG Operation, Maintenance and Repair Statement, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Relocation, Displacement & Acquisition Planning Policy was adopted on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried. There will be an Election Workshop held in Pierre on November 18th that the Finance Officer will attend, weather permitting.   Kerher motioned, seconded by Miller to follow Governor Daugaard’ s State holiday schedule during Thanksgiving and Christmas, all voted yes, the motion carried.   Weidenbach, seconded by Kerher motioned to approve the Finance Officer’s report as presented, all voted yes; the motion carried.

Council Concerns:

Mayor Engbarth:  Funding options for Main Street were discussed.  The Rubble Site will be closed on Wednesday evenings, but will stay open for Saturday hours of operation as long as the weather cooperates.  Mayor Engbarth discussed an ice skating rink in Stalting Park for the public’s enjoyment.  The Mayor also received a concern about a storm drain on west Ash Street along with a concern about the utility rate increase.

Rich Becker, discussed property line issues and privacy fences.    City employees will not offer an opinion as to where the property line is; property owners are advised to have their property surveyed before fences are constructed.    Also discussed was set back requirement from the property lines for fences.

Joel Weidenbach had no concerns.

Brad Miller discussed the role of the Community Foundation in Canistota. The Foundation would be a very suitable way for someone to donate to a project in Canistota and receive the benefit of a tax deduction.  Matt Anderson is the contact person if anyone is interested in making a donation to the Main Street Improvement Project or to any project of your choosing in Canistota. 

Jessica Kerher discussed how to dispose of pumpkins; they can be put in the trash for pickup on Wednesday.  Kerher also discussed a gift  of a “Little Free Library” that  was received by her family; it will be installed on their property in Canistota, there will be books available for both young and old alike, you can drop off a book or take a book.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, a motion to enter into executive session was made at 9:55pm, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Council declared executive session over at 10:42pm and convened in open session.

Kerher motioned, seconded by Becker to pay Nugteren for two (2) weeks when he is out of the office on medical leave.  All voted yes, the motion carried.

A motion to adjourn at 10:44pm was made by Weidenbach, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.
The next regular City Council meeting will be held on Monday, December 5, 2016 at 7pm in the Community Room of City Hall.  All are welcome.
