City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Tuesday, November 3, 2015 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, and Rihannon Delle.  Other present: FO, Kathy Townsend, Erik Case, Jon Brown, Sheriff Mark Norris.  Brad Miller and Darin Nugteren arrived at the meeting at 7:04pm

At 7:00 pm, Mayor Kom called the meeting to order.

Delle motioned to approve the agenda as presented,, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, the minutes from the October 5,2015 regular Council Meeting were approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Sheriff Norris presented his report for the month of October; no written report was received. The Law Enforcement Service Agreement was discussed with the new agreement reflecting the new rate of $32.50 per hour for services and protection. On a motion by Delle, seconded by Becker, the Law Enforcement Agreement was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.  Other topics discussed included, crimes in Canistota and McCook County, including, speeding, traffic violations, drugs, human trafficking, child abuse and underage drinking.  Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Becker to approve the Sheriff’s report as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Sheriff Norris left the meeting at 7:20pm.

No one was present and no written report was received from the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.

The revised ordinances were discussed with any changes to be emailed to Toby with SECOG.  The second reading and adoption of the revised ordinances will be on the agenda for the regular meeting in December.

Jon Brown and Erik Case with Stockwell Engineers updated the Council on the Phase 2 project.  Several topics were discussed, including, checking man holes, valve boxes, sidewalks need to be cleaned from the dirt and debris that was left, traffic control and a drainage issue where Pine Street, 1st Ave, and Railway all converge.  Quantities were also discussed along with a billing dispute and sprinkler system damage.  H & W Contracting will have 5 days of liquidated damages because of not meeting their October 22, 2015 deadline.  An extension on the deadline was requested by H & W to November 12, 2015; that request was denied by Stockwell Engineers on behalf of the City of Canistota.  On a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, Pay Application #5 was approved in the amount of $488,582.26; Becker voted yes, Weidenbach voted yes, Miller voted yes, Delle voted yes, the motion carried. 

Kim Westrup arrived at the meeting at 7:45pm
Case and Brown left the meeting at 8:10pm.

The Council received one bid for the sale of the surplus property described as East one-half of lots 4, 5, 6, & 7, Block 3, Grahams Addition, City of Canistota.  The bid was in the amount of, $1,101.00 and submitted by Kim and Jeff Westrup.  Miller motioned to accept the bid, seconded by Delle, all voted yes and the motion carried.  All expenses related to the surveying of the property as well as any legal assistance will be the sole responsibility of the successful bidder.  Westrup left the meeting at 8:17pm.

Nugteren presented the report for the Economic Development Corporation, they are making slow but steady progress with the home on Willow, they are moving forward with a Governor’s home for a lot that they own.  The CAB was also discussed.  Delle motioned, seconded by Weidenbach to accept the report as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Gabe Laber, DGR Representative arrived at the meeting at 8:27pm.

Nugteren presented the October maintenance report:  a sidewalk issue with GoldenWest was discussed with the Council declining any responsibility for the sidewalk addition. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Two building permits were issued in October, the sander has been installed on the pickup for the winter season, Nugteren received a call concerning the number of pets allowed per household, this will be addressed in the revised Ordinances, several residents notified Nugteren about cement complaints in the Phase 2 project, there were several inquiries concerning the road grader, mowing is done for the year, several items have been removed from City property located on 2nd Ave for use by the City, Matthaei repaired a water leak near the water tower, a hoist trolley has been purchased for the shop, the pool has been winterized, the bathhouse has been winterized along with the outside restroom. A pre discharge sample was submitted to DENR.  Nugteren has a back injury prevention program, along with snow removal policy on file as requested by an insurance audit.  The culvert on Railway and Pine has been cleaned; Nugteren will contact a company in Mitchell to clean the culverts on Railway for proper drainage with an approximate cost of $2,700 on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. Nugteren has a list of several items that will need attention from H & W Contracting before the City signs off on the completion of the Phase 2 project.  Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Delle, to approve the maintenance report as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

DGR representative Gabe Laber visited with the Council about conducting a water and sewer rate study to give the City an idea of future infrastructure improvements.  The State of SD will assist with the cost of the study; the City’s share of the study would be $800.00, the Council took no action.  Laber discussed Main Street improvements with the Council with several issues discussed, including, meeting with Main Street business owners, the financial commitment, and surveying Main Street to determine the need for storm sewer. Laber has not received word from the State of South Dakota on the status of the City’s application for funding through a Community Access Grant.  The amount of the grant would not exceed $400,000.00.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, the City of Canistota will hire Laber and DGR to conduct a preliminary design for Main Street, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Laber left the meeting at 9:37pm.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $710,390.65, with total receipts of $73,375.91 and total disbursements of $21,000.00, leaving a balance on hand, November 1, 2015 of $762,766.56.
Delle motioned, seconded by Weidenbach to approve Resolution #2016-01, Adjusting City Water Rates, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Resolution is printed elsewhere in this issue of the Clipper.  On a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, Resolution #2016-02, Adjusting City Wastewater Rates was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.  The resolution is printed elsewhere in the Clipper.  The first reading of Supplemental Ordinance #205-11 was reviewed.  The Finance Officer will be attending an election workshop on November 20th in Sioux Falls.  City Offices will be closed on Wednesday, November 11 in honor of Veteran’s Day.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Delle, the Finance Officer’s report was approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Mayor Concerns:
On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the bid from Mid America Pool Renovation was accepted with a bid of $90,270.00; all voted yes, the motion carried. Replacing the slide with a diving board was discussed with more information on liability concerns needed before a decision will be made.  Purchasing an automated vacuum to clean the pool was also discussed along with fund raising options to cover those expenses.  The Council did not receive any bids for the surplus maintainer, several have expressed interest in the maintainer; Nugteren will visit with them to see if they are still interested in purchasing it. On a motion by Delle, seconded by Weidenbach, the Pub- Retail-On Sale and Package-Off Sale liquor license for Baxa’s Good Times Pub was renewed; all voted yes, the motion carried.  On a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, the Retail -On Sale liquor license for Jenarde Post 162 was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.  Miller motioned, seconded by Becker to approve the Package-Off Sale liquor license for Total Stop Food Store, all voted yes, the motion carried.
On a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, Mike Laufman will be offered the position to remove snow when Nugteren is unavailable at an hourly rate of $12 per hour.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  The Council discussed the removal of stop signs on East Ave. with the County replacing those signs with solar powered flashing signs, the Council discussed the financial obligations with McCook County for the signs and no action was taken. 
On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, the City will purchase the property located at 550 Elm Street for $10,000, Becker, yes, Weidenbach, yes, Miller, yes and Delle, yes, the motion carried.  Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to accept the contract from the Sioux Falls Humane Society for 2016, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the following bills were approved for payment as presented with the exception of McCook County, Signage, $1506.48, plus shipping.  All voted yes, the motion carried.
