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The Canistota City Council met on Monday, October 5, 2015 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Rihannon Delle.  Other present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, Toby Brown, Jillian Crosley, Erik Case, Sheriff Mark Norris, and Nancy Korkow.

At 7:00 pm, Mayor Kom called the meeting to order.

Weidenbach motioned to approve the agenda as presented,, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the September 9th, 2015 special meeting along with the minutes from the regular Council Meeting were approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Sheriff Norris presented his written report for the month of September. The Law Enforcement Service Agreement was discussed with the new agreement reflecting the new rate of $32.50 per hour for services and protection.  The Council tabled a decision on accepting this agreement until the November 2, 2015 regular Council Meeting.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Delle, the September written report was accepted as presented.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  Sheriff Norris left the meeting at 7:20pm.

 Korkow presented the Volunteer Fire Department Report, they responded to 8 rescue calls along with 1 fire call and 1 assist for McCook County.  Korkow was also present to answer any concerns about their request for a one day liquor license for their dance to be held on Friday, October 30, 2015. Korkow’s report was approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow also presented the report from the Canistota Economic Development Corporation.  They just met one week ago, the progress on the home they own and are rehabbing on Willow is moving along, the plumbing, cabinets and countertops have all been updated, along with some ceiling work completed.   A 2 bedroom Governor’s House will be ordered for spring delivery.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Korkow left the meeting at 7:25pm. 
 
Citizen Concerns:
Crosley was present to visit with the Council about her concerns with dogs in her neighborhood not on leashes or in fenced in yards when she is out walking her dog.  She was advised to sign a formal complaint against the dog owners and the Sheriff will serve the complaint.  Crosley left the meeting at 7:30pm.

The first reading of the revised municipal ordinances was held with SECOG representative, Toby Brown.  Brown will submit a copy of the ordinances for the Finance Officer to submit for review by the City Attorney.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, Resolution 2015-10, a resolution amending the personnel manual of the City of Canistota was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried. The Resolution is printed elsewhere in this issue of the Clipper.   Brown left the meeting at 7:43pm.

Erik Case representing Stockwell Engineers was present to give the Council an update on the progress of the Phase 2 project.  All of the utilities have been installed, the subcontractor is now grading and graveling, 2nd & Walnut will receive curb and gutter and 1st and 3rd will have asphalt this week.  Concerns about some damage to the new asphalt on 4th Ave was discussed, Case will look into the matter,   Several driveway approaches were also discussed along with the cost of correcting those approaches, Nugteren will coordinate with the project manager on the remaining driveway approaches.  An amendment request from Stockwell Engineers in the amount of $9,654.50 was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Case presented a check to the City for $9,654.50 for a design error on 4th Ave.   On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Delle, Pay app #3 and pay app #4, totaling $1,120,201.84 was approved for payment upon receipt of state funds.  Roll call vote, Becker, yes, Weidenbach, yes, Miller, yes and Delle, yes, the motion carried.  Case left the meeting at 8:05pm.

Nugteren presented the written September maintenance report, Nugteren has had several calls from residents concerning the number of dogs being kept in some homes, mosquitos have been sprayed twice; several complaints about the cement work in Phase 2 were discussed.  Laufman has been mowing, the grandstand at the football field has been stained and a new deadbolt was installed on the door of the pool bathroom.   Job responsibilities between the City and the School were discussed with Nugteren preparing a checklist.  M C & R will be in Canistota on October 14 to winterize the pool.  Pool repairs were discussed and the Finance Officer was directed to advertise for bids for the renovations with bids to be received by noon on October 29th, 2015 and will be awarded at the November 2, 2015 regular meeting, also discussed was taking out the tall slide and replacing it with a diving board and purchasing a automatic vacuum system to keep the pool clean.  The City maintainer was surplusesd for sale on a motion by Becker, seconded by Delle, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Miller motioned, seconded by Delle to hire McCook County to maintain the ½ mile west of Ash Street as needed.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  The City has excess clay at the rubble site that will be for sale, Nugteren will also check the various options available to sell our scrap metal, the lagoons have been checked and the fall discharge will begin this month.  Various snow removal options were explored if Nugteren would be unable to work during the winter months. The wastewater line on Railway has not been an issue since the pipe was cut off, a grate for the storm sewer near the playground on Pine St. was discussed.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, the maintenance report was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Becker to pay the following bills as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

DGR representative, Gabe Laber has asked to be on the November agenda to update the Council on the Main Street project, and he will also visit with the Council about a rate study.  Northwestern Energy has the services gone from 151 2nd Ave, once Excel Energy has their services vacated, the demolition of that property can proceed.  The FO report was approved as presented on a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

All voted yes, the motion carried.  The bid for the demolition of property located at 151 2nd Ave. was awarded to Matthaei Excavating with a bid of $4,200.00; the start date will be determined by the City Council, on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  On a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, the property located at 550 Elm Street will be purchased for $10,000.00, contingent upon a title search and all encumbrances cleared from the title.  The Finance Officer will contact McCook County Abstract to conduct the title search; all voted yes, the motion carried.  The 2016 contract for law enforcement was tabled until the November meeting.

Rich Becker had no concerns.

Joel Weidenbach had no concerns.

Brad Miller thanked the Council for their thoughtfulness in the loss of their son.

Rihannon Delle had no concerns.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, the meeting was adjourned at 10:30pm, all voted yes, the motion carried.
