City Council Proceedings

 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, October 3, 2016 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Justin Engbarth, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Jessica Kerher. Rich Becker was absent.  Others present: Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren, and Finance Officer, Kathy Townsend.     

Mayor Justin Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7pm.

Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Kerher, to approve the agenda as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The minutes from the last regular council meeting were approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Nugteren and Kerher presented the report for the Canistota Development Corporation.  The Governor’s house is slated to arrive this week; the Corporation has a propane tank for sale.  Estimates on rehabbing the garage on their Elm Street property are being reviewed.  The Group’s next meeting will be held on the first Thursday of October at City Hall.  They will discuss the sale price of the Governor’s house and begin the process of selling it.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the report was approved as presented.  All voted yes, the motion carried.

Brad Engbarth arrived at the meeting at 7:10pm.  He updated the Council on the upgraded rescue unit that the Department purchased from the City of Freeman.  It is being detailed; Engbarth has repaired a cracked windshield on the unit.  The old rescue van will be declared surplus and offered for sale. On a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, a One Day Liquor License was approved for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department for their Annual Halloween Dance that will be held on Saturday, October 29th, 2016 at the Fire Hall, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve the report as presented, all voted yes the motion carried.

Engbarth left the meeting at 7:15pm; Dustin Evenson arrived at the meeting at 7:15pm.

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report:  He received complaints about a couple of dogs running at large along with cat complaints, cats are being trapped and relocated outside of town.  Three building permits were issued during the month of September.  Nugteren is gathering information on lease to own programs for a Payloader through Butler Cat, Sheehan and Case. Nugteren has been inspecting and compiling a list of warranty repairs from the Phase 2 project.  The warranty expires on November 10, 2016.   The pool has been drained, winterized and refilled again per the instructions for the new liner.  A diving board for the pool was also discussed with no action taken at this time.    The Rubble Site was inspected by DENR in September; the City will receive a written report of the findings.  Laufman has been mowing the park and City owned property.  The well/jail house in the Stalting Park was discussed; Nugteren will get quotes for capping the well along with estimates to either repair or demolish the existing building on the property.  A complaint was received by a resident that had dirt accidentally dumped on their property, it was not reclaimed to their satisfaction; Nugteren will visit with the property owners and the Council will discuss again in November.   On a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, the maintenance report was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Deputy Sheriff Anna Misar arrived at the meeting at 7:25pm.  She had no written report to present to the Council; she asked about Council concerns, one complaint had been received about a vehicle speeding through an alley behind the apartments on 4th Ave.; speeding on 7th Ave. was also discussed.  The speed limit on Main Street will drop to 15 miles per hour beginning Wednesday, October 5th, 2016.  Weidenbach motioned to approve the report, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. Misar left the meeting at 7:43pm
