City Council Proceedings-Special Meeting
 The Canistota City Council met for a Special Meeting on Wednesday, October 19th at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall.     City Council Members present:  Mayor Justin Engbarth, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach,   and Jessica Kerher. Brad Miller arrived at the meeting at 7:09pm.    Others present: Gabe Laber, Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren, and Finance Officer, Kathy Townsend.     

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:03pm.pm.

Becker motioned to amend the agenda to include discussion and to take action on Phase 2 warranty issues, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Becker also motioned to further amend the agenda to include approval of the City entering into a contract with AET, Inc. for soil borings on Main St., all voted yes and the amended agenda was approved.

Nugteren presented pictures to the Council for their consideration of several areas in the Phase 2 project where the concrete is cracked and will be need to be sealed and repaired while other areas of concrete that is damaged and cracked will need to be replaced. Nugteren and Townsend will compile a list of warranty items; a certified letter will be sent to Stockwell Engineers with the warranty items to be repaired or replaced.  The warranty deadline for the Phase 2 project repairs will be November 21, 2016.  Stockwell Engineers will be given a deadline of 30 days to rectify the warranty issues. If an extension of the timeline is requested, an extension of the deadline will be considered by the Council and determined at that time.  Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve the Phase 2 warranty discussion, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Survey results from Midwest Survey on First Ave and Pine Street were discussed.  Kerher motioned, seconded by Becker to inform Stockwell Engineers the City will take the necessary steps to ensure the intersection drains correctly.  Since it was changed “on the fly”, and the City paid for the construction of the street, the City does want that intersection to drain properly, Becker further motioned, second by Kerher for the City Attorney to send a letter to Stockwell Engineers informing them that the City will proceed to have them rectify the drainage problem on that intersection because of a design/contractor flaw; Becker, Kerher and Miller voted yes, Weidenbach voted no, the motion carried. 

Laber discussed Main Street Funding with the Council.  Because of borrowing limits, the City may not be eligible for a loan through Rural Development.  Miller motioned, seconded by Weidenbach to authorize Dougherty and Co. to pursue private funding options for the Main Street Project, all voted yes, the motion carried.   
Laber discussed signing a contract with AET to drill test holes on Main Street in anticipation of the Main Street Project and on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the contract was approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion was approved.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:15pm on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion was approved.  The next regular Council meeting will be held on Monday, November 7th, 2016 in the Community Room of City Hall.  All are welcome.
