City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Wednesday, September 9, 2015 at 7:00pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Don Kom, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Rihannon Delle.  Other present:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, FO, Kathy Townsend, Erik Case, Marcus Nelson, Heidi Condon, Lacey Schmeling, Brad Engbarth, Tammy Remacle, and Drew Heinzmann.  

Mayor Kom called the meeting to order at 7pm.

Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Becker to approve the agenda as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, the minutes from the regular August Council Meeting were approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.
 
On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Delle, the minutes from the August 3rd, 2015 Special Meeting were approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Becker motioned, seconded by Miller to approve the minutes from the August 24th, 2015 Special Meeting, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Kim Westrup arrived at the meeting at 7:18pm

Brad Engbarth presented the report for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  They will be holding their annual Halloween Dance on Friday, October 30th, 2015 and will be asking for a one-day liquor license to host the event.  The license request will be considered at the October 5, 2015 regular City Council Meeting. The Department has responded to several fire calls in the past month.  On a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, the report was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Under Citizen Concerns:
CAA representatives Tammy Remacle and Drew Heinzmann updated the Council on the plans to continue improving CAA property.  Lights and a scoreboard installation are in the plans for the next month or two.  If there is any mechanical problem with equipment on CAA property, that group is financially responsible for those repairs.  The City of Canistota has been doing some mowing on CAA property and the CAA will take over all mowing on their property.  Water and electric expenses was discussed.  

Brad Engbarth visited with the Council about the dirt work he is completing on his property.  The Council had no questions or concerns.

Heinzemann and Remacle left the meeting at 7:23pm.

Schmeling representing SECOG presented the Water and Wastewater Improvements Phase 2 Project Public Hearing Progress report.  A sign in sheet was passed around the room.  The City of Canistota applied for a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) to assist in funding the Water and Wastewater Improvements in the Phase 2 Project.  The original cost of the project was projected to be $2, 991,000.00, with $515,000.00 secured from CDBG for construction and administrative costs.  The balance of the funding includes a Drinking Water SRF Loan in the amount of $1,095,000.00; a $381,000.00 Clean Water SRF Loan and a $1,000,000.00 Consolidated Grant. To date, $164,417.61 of CDBG funds have been drawn, leaving a balance of $350,582.39 on the CDBG.
Case, representing Stockwell Engineers gave a progress report on the Phase 2 project; curb and gutter are being installed on 3rd Ave, gravel is down on 1st Ave. and both of those streets will open for public use and 4th Ave. will be paved this week.  There were concerns about access on 2nd Ave. during the installation phase of the water and wastewater pipes, Case will look into the issue. 

Engbarth and Nelson left the meeting at 7:40pm.

Schmeling presented the public hearing on CDBG funding for the Willow Street Proposed Project.  The City of Canistota is proposing the reconstruction of water and wastewater lines along Willow Street.  The existing pipes are clay and are experiencing some infiltration and the City is experiencing water breaks on Willow Street.  The total cost of the construction is approximately $898,230.00, with the City applying for approximately $515,000.00 in CDBG funding.  A Community Development and Housing Needs Assessment are also a required part of CDBG funding.  Low income apartments, assisted living and the continued rehabilitation efforts of the Economic Development Corporation were discussed along with the continued progressive attitude of the Council for the Phase 2 improvements as well as improvements to Main Street and Willow Street.  The City of Canistota will apply for the State Water Plan for both the Willow Street and Main Street Project with Mayor Kom as the certifying officer on a motion by Delle, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion was approved.
Schmeling and Westrup left the meeting at 8:50pm.

Heidi Condon, Stockwell Engineers presented a slideshow of the Comprehensive Master Drainage Plan for the City of Canistota.  The report highlighted cost estimates, existing water basins and improvement plans for those basins, hydrologic and hydraulic models, as well as letters to the proper funding agencies.  Condon’s written report will be made available to the City Council before the next regular meeting in October. 
Case presented the paperwork for Change Order #3 for the Mayor’s signature, this change order was approved at the August 24th Special Meeting.  The Master Drainage presentation was approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.
Case and Condon left the meeting at 8:35pm.

Darwin Sip arrived at the meeting at 8:30pm and left the meeting at 8:42pm. 

Nugteren presented the report from the Economic Development Corporation.  The group is still moving forward with repairs to the home on Willow, cabinets are being installed, along with HVAC, windows, and bathrooms are being updated.  Nugteren will be in contact with SECOG to order a Governor’s home for the lot the group owns.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Delle, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Mayor updated the Council on the County Commission meeting that he and the Finance Officer attended on Tuesday, September 8, 2015.  The City of Canistota is asking the County to abate back taxes along with interest and a County Aid Lien on property the City now owns on 2nd Ave.  These requests will be considered at the next County Commission meeting with the City informed at that time of the Counties decision.  The owner of a home located on Elm Street has been informed that the house must be free of all encumbrances before moving forward with negotiations.  

The Sheriff was not present but the Council did receive a written report which was approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.  There was some discussion about the 2 stop signs on East Avenue that control the north-south traffic.  There was a SD Dot representative in Canistota assessing the need for stop signs at that corner.  The decision will be addressed by the McCook County Commission; it will be on the agenda for their next meeting.

Nugteren presented the maintenance report for the month of August:  he responded to several calls for nuisance animals, a new cordless drill and batteries was purchased, several locates have been called in for the Phase 2 project, new signs for the Lion’s Club and Legion were attached to the Welcome to Canistota sign.  Nugteren has also moved and installed SEFP, Canistota, and SD signs on the outskirts of town. Clark Paving poured concrete at the park and also repaired several area streets; Zelmer and Nugteren have started staining the grandstand bleachers.
The rubble site has been mowed along with the lagoon.  The pool has been emptied and MCR will be coming to winterize in the near future.   Curbs and cross walks have been painted, Nugteren brought to the attention of the Council, the condition of the street between 3rd and 4th Ave. on Pine Street.  No action was taken by the Council at this time.   The deadbolt on the bathroom door of the bathhouse was vandalized.  Tires for the Payloader were discussed as well as bids for the repair of the pool.   The City will advertise for bids for the demolition of City property.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, the Maintenance report was accepted as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Nugteren left the meeting at 9:05pm.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $946,232.48, with deposits of $343,380.77 and disbursements of $350,000.00, leaving a balance on hand, September 1, 2015 of $939,613.25.  Stockwell Engineers submitted pay request #3 from H & W Construction in the amount of $582,995.80, the request was not approved, there is a concern about reimbursement on the oversight of Stockwell with having to redo the curb and gutter on 4th Ave.  The Finance Officer was directed to contact Jon Brown with Stockwell Engineers.  A donation letter has been drafted and was tabled at this time.  Soliciting signatures on the street in front of businesses was discussed.  Free dump days were discussed with the following weekends approved: October 31st and November 7th, and in the event of bad weather, November 14th, 2015. The Finance Officer’s written report was approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Concerns:
Mayor Kom:  The City received an appraisal of the property described as: the East one half of Lots 4, 5, 6, and 7 in Block 3 of Grahams 2nd Addition, City of Canistota.  The Council tabled a decision to surplus until the October regular meeting.   The Council will revisit the Hold Harmless agreement with Triple Play Campgrounds in the spring.   On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the City of Canistota will pay $13,000.00 towards the purchase of the new scoreboard at the Ballpark Complex, all voted yes, the motion carried.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Delle, the City of Canistota will approve Resolution, 2015-09 & Resolution 2015-09-01contingent upon the City receiving at least $500,000 from the CDBG and Community Access Grants,  all voted yes, the motion carried.  The FO will visit with SECOG concerning the issue.

Becker had no concerns.

Weidenbach had a concern about the electronic reader board.

Miller had no concerns.
