City Council Proceedings

 The Canistota City Council met on Wednesday, September 7, 2016 at 6:30pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present:  Mayor Justin Engbarth, Rich Becker, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Jessica Kerher. Others present: Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren, and Finance Officer, Kathy Townsend;     

At 6:30 pm, Mayor Justin Engbarth called the meeting to order.

Becker motioned to amend the agenda to include a discussion on nuisance properties, Miller seconded the motion; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Miller, to approve the amended agenda, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The minutes from the last regular council meeting were approved as presented on a motion by Miller, seconded by Becker, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Gabe Laber arrived at the meeting at 7pm; Cory Spicer arrived at the meeting at 7:05pm.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The second reading of the budget for 2017 was discussed and on a motion by Becker, seconded Weidenbach, Appropriations Ordinance #2016-09 was approved, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Ordinance is printed elsewhere in this issue of the Clipper.

Laber discussed funding options for the Main Street Improvement Project with the Council.  The project will be bid with Alternate Bid A which would include two blocks on Walnut and one block on Oak along with the Main Street improvements.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the City of Canistota will apply for loan funding through Rural Development in the amount of $805,535.00.  Laber was also instructed to include Alternate Bid B, which would include the cost of paving Spruce Lane with a 3” mat, the landowners on Spruce Lane would be responsible for the cost of improving that Lane. Laber also discussed his time line for the project including advertising for bids, opening bids and awarding the contract.  Also discussed was Sport Days being impacted if Main Street is under construction, several options were considered.  Becker motioned, seconded by Kerher to sign an agreement with DGR Engineers for a fee of $260,000.00 to include the design, administration and oversee the construction of the Main Street Improvement Project, including the alternate bid requests.   All voted yes, the motion carried.
  
Laber and Spicer left the meeting at 7:53pm.
Don Kom arrived at the meeting at 7:53pm.

The fee for the front foot assessment of property was briefly discussed and tabled until later in the meeting.

The Sheriff was not present for the meeting and on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the written report submitted by the Sheriff’s Office was approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

The Mayor presented the report from the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department, they responded to 5 fire calls and 7 EMT, rescue calls in August.  The Department will also be asking for the approval of a one day liquor license in October for their annual Halloween Dance.  The Finance Officer will advertise the request.  The report was approved on a motion by Miler, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion was approved.

Nugteren and Kerher presented the report for the Canistota Development Corporation.  The basement has been dug on the lot where the group will place a Governor’s House.  The water and sewer are also being installed; the house will be delivered as soon as the basement work is done.  The report was approved on a motion by Becker, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The drainage issue on First and Pine was discussed.   Midwest Survey will be surveying the intersection.
Action was tabled until the October meeting when the Council will have more information from the survey results.  

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report for August:  He received several complaints about dogs running at large along with a dog complaint near the school playground.  The Finance Officer was directed to send notice to a resident concerning a nuisance concern.  Three building permits were issued in August, service on the Payloader was discussed along with leasing options for a newer Payloader; action was tabled until the October meeting, replacing chairs at City Hall was discussed along with painting the Community room, no action was taken.  The electronic signage that will be installed on Railway and Main will be installed after the Main Street Improvement Project is completed.   The Finance Officer will send letters to nuisance property owners, this includes abandoned cars, weeds and grass and over-grown vegetation on the property.  The annul free fall clean-up will be held on Saturday October 29th and Saturday, November 5th, with an alternate day on November 12th.   Kerher motioned, seconded by Miller to have Nugteren   explore dumpster options for residents to dispose of tires, electronics and paint during fall clean up days, all voted yes, the motion carried. MC& R will be winterizing the pool this month, picnic tables are also being painted or stained before being moved back to the park; lights at the ballpark were repaired before the first football game.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller the Maintenance report was approved as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Replacing the City street sweeper was discussed and on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Kerher, the City of Canistota will purchase a 1993 Elgin Street Sweeper from the City of Salem for $2,000.00, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by Becker, seconded by Miller, the following bills were approved for payment as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented with a beginning balance of $713,610.07; with total receipts of $72,285.44; and total disbursements of $75,000.00, leaving a balance on hand, September 1st, 2016 of $$710,895.51.  Becker motioned, seconded by Kerher to adopt Ordinance 2016-08, an Ordinance amending the speed limitations on Main Street of the City of Canistota.  The Ordinance is printed elsewhere in this issue of the Clipper.  Becker motioned, seconded by Weidenbach to approve Resolution #2016-10, providing for a surcharge of $5.90 per user per month for improvements to the wastewater system for payment of revenue bonds, all voted yes, the motion carried.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, Resolution # 2016-11, providing for a surcharge of $1.45 per user, per month for improvements to the drinking water system for payment of revenue bonds was approved, all voted yes, the motion carried. Becker motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve Resolution #2016-12, giving approval to the issuance by the City of Canistota of its wastewater surcharge revenue bond, Series 2016 in an amount to not exceed $378,00.00, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Becker to approve Resolution #2016-13, giving approval to the issuance by the City of Canistota of its drinking water surcharge revenue bond, Series 2016 in an amount not exceeding $96,000.00, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Resolutions can be found printed elsewhere in this issue of the Clipper.  On a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, the Finance Officer’s report was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Don Kom left the meeting at 10pm.

Council Concerns:

Mayor Engbarth:
The Council discussed raising the front foot assessment fee for street maintenance, in just a few years, all of the streets completed in the Phase 2 project will need to be chip and fog sealed.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Becker, the front foot assessment fee will be raised by sixty cents; the current fee is now forty cents for a total assessment fee per linear foot of one dollar ($1.00 per linear foot) beginning October 1, 2016.  This increase will be reflected on the 2017 tax roll. The Resolution was printed in the September 9th Canistota Clipper.  Becker made a motion to advertise for sale the surplus property located at 151 2nd Ave in Canistota SD.  Minimum bid to be considered will begin at $10.500.00; all bids must be received in the Finance Office by 4pm on Thursday, September 29, 2016, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Offering the surplus property located in that part of Lot 21 in Blk 8 was tabled until the October meeting.  

Rich Becker will not be able to attend the October 3, 2016 meeting

Joel Weidenbach had no concerns.

Brad Miller discussed personnel issues at the pool, also reviewed was Ordinance #2010-3 dealing with the base rate of utilities that have been turned off at the curb stop.  Further discussion was tabled until the October meeting.

Jessica Kerher.  All property owners are responsible for trimming around the new signage that is located on their property, The Finance Officer will print the noxious weed and grass ordinance in the Clipper as a reminder to residents to keep weeds and grass mowed. Also discussed was speeding on 7th Ave and visibility of the stop sign on 7th and Ash Street.

A motion to adjourn at 10.55pm was made by Kerher, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.
