Public Notice: To Canistota City Residents
Discharging a sump pump into the city's sanitary sewer system is prohibited.  While this might seem like an easier and more attractive option than running a discharge tube from the sump pump to the exterior, it's illegal in the City of Canistota as per City Ordinance Chapter 8.03-Sewer Provisions / Sub Section 8.0303 Letter H. (See Ordinance Below)
The reason that cities don't allow this is that during a big storm event our sewage treatment facilities can be overloaded. When this happens, sewage can back up into people's homes, and that's exactly what happened last year when we had a storm that caused our sewer system to be overloaded. We had backups into several homes on the West side of town. So please be considerate of your fellow citizens and get your sump pump discharging to the exterior and not into the sanitary sewer system.

CHAPTER 8.03 - SEWER PROVISIONS

8.0303 	Sanitary Sewers, Building sewers and Connections.

H.  	No person(s) shall make a connection of sump pumps, roof downspouts, foundation, drains, areaway drains or other sources of surface runoff or groundwater to a building sewer or building drain which in turn is connected directly or indirectly to a public sanitary sewer unless such connection is approved by the City for purposes of disposal of polluted surface drainage.

	Any person, owner, lessee or occupant who has presently made or permitted to be made, or shall make or permit to be made, any connection or installation in violation of Section 8.0303(H) shall immediately remove that connection or correct that installation.  If not removed or corrected within 30 calendar days after notice of violation has been delivered personally or by mail to that person, owner, lessee or occupant, the City may impose a surcharge of $100 per month on the sewer bill of the property owners who are not in compliance.  All properties found during regular or periodic re-inspection programs that violate Section 8.0303(H) will be subject, at the discretion of the City, to the imposition of the monthly fee for all months between the two most recent inspections.
