City Hall/Finance Office and the Maintenance Office are closed to the Public.  We are asking our residents to take advantage of the drop box at City Hall, electronic communication via email or phone calls to 605-296-3551-City Hall and to 605-296-3052 for the Maintenance Office.  
The City of Canistota recommends following the Executive Order of Governor Kristi Noem in modifying business practices as restaurants, bars and cafes offer take-out, delivery and curb side services only. This becomes effective in Canistota on Friday, March 27th at 5 PM.

Essential businesses, such as the grocery/convenience store are exempt. The Governor’s Executive Order, “is based on developing data, facts, and science and may be rescinded or amended, and shall expire on the earlier of when revoked, superseded, or automatically on May 2, 2020.”
The Canistota City Council further understands that due to COVID-19, there may be circumstances that will impact the financial situation of our residents.  To assist our community, effective immediately and until further notice, we will not disconnect utility services for non-payment for any resident.
