City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, April 1, 2019 at 7:00 pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller and Donovan O’Donnell, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg was absent.  Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, Gabe Laber, Jordan and Michaela Pesky and April Spicer.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Miller motioned, seconded by Weidenbach to approve the proceedings from the March 4th, 2019 Special City Council meeting, all voted yes, the motion carried.
The proceedings from the regular March 4, 2019 City Council meeting were approved as presented on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by O’Donnell all voted yes, the motion carried.
The proceedings from the Board of Equalization Meeting held on March 18, 2019, were approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

City Engineer, Gabe Laber from DGR Engineering was present to visit with the Council about Phase 3 of street and utility improvements.  The timeline for applying for Grants and loans was discussed.  The repair/replacement of the water tower was discussed.  The punch list from the Main Street project is being addressed by the contractor. Laber left the meeting at 7:23PM.

Citizen Concerns:
Pesky visited with the Council about more information on the pool, such as family passes and swimming lessons.  Also discussed was the lack of affordable housing available in Canistota and homes that will soon be on the market after remodeling is completed.
Julie and Bruce Otto arrived at the meeting at 7:32PM.  They discussed a utility issue with the Council; options were discussed.  
Patrick Andrews arrived at the meeting at 7:34PM.
The Pesky’s and Otto’s left the meeting at 7:51PM.

Miller motioned at 7:52PM to enter into Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1), for personnel, O’Donnell seconded the motion, all voted yes, the motion carried. 
Executive session was declared over at 8:12PM with the Council convening in open session.
Spicer left the meeting at 8:12PM.

The written report received from the Sheriff was reviewed.  The Mayor has visited with the Sheriff concerning more involvement with the community and the school.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

No one was present on behalf of the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.

Andrews from SDML was present to review and acknowledge the first reading of Municipal Ordinance 2019-06 and 2019-07 with the Council.  The 2018 International Building Code was briefly discussed.  Funding is available to combat the Emerald Ash Borer.  Andrews left the meeting at 8:34PM. 


The Canistota Development Corporation met and discussed several topics to benefit the City of Canistota, including the Career Fair for High School students in 2020, an after-school program and a summer rec program was also discussed with many options explored.  Developing a home on the City owned property was discussed, along with the need for Assisted Living in Canistota.  The group is also exploring advertising to promote property and homes available for sale in Canistota.  The CDC report was approved on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report; Nugteren responded to complaints about a dog running at large, two building permits were issued in March.  The City residents were informed about not allowing a sump pump to discharge into the City’s sanitary sewer system.  Code enforcement letters will be mailed on April 2, 2019 with abatement by the property owners to be completed by April 23, 2019.   There are several streets that are beginning to break up due to the adverse weather condition of the past few months, various repair options were discussed.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by O’Donnell, Frontline Warning Systems will be retained to inspect and service our siren for 2019 at a cost of $570.44; the batteries will be replaced along with any necessary repairs being completed. All voted yes, the motion carried.  A sewer issue on Main Street was discussed with the property owner responsible for the repairs. Nugteren will inform the property owner.   Six utility locates were received in March, a sidewalk issue was discussed from the Phase 2 project, the warranty has expired and repairs are the responsibility of the property owner.  Nickel will be attending a mosquito workshop in Mitchell on April 25th, 2019.  The street sweeper was discussed and on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, Nugteren is authorized on behalf of the City of Canistota to bid a maximum of $40,000.00 for a 2002 model, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Purchasing a larger dump truck to enable faster snow removal from City streets along with allowing the Maintenance Department to haul rock and dirt for the City was discussed.  O’Donnell motioned, seconded by Weidenbach, to authorize Nugteren to bid a maximum of $10,000.00 for a 1992 International Dump Truck, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The maintenance report was approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Rubble Site was discussed with free dump days to be held on Saturday, May 4th, 2019.  The Lions Club, along with other service organizations in Canistota will assist with clean-up on Saturday, May 4th. Free dump days will continue on Saturday, May 11, 2019 with May 18, 2019, as an alternate date.  Watch for the notice on Facebook and the City Web Site.  Opening day for the rubble site will be Wednesday, April 17, 2019, weather permitting.
