City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, April 6, 2020 at 7 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Donovan O’Donnell, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg and Jamie Miller. Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend and Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren.   Mike and Morgan Kerrigan arrived at the meeting at 7:25 PM.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
The agenda was amended to include discussion on CDC utility billing on a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller.

The amended agenda was approved as presented on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

J. Miller motioned, seconded by O’Donnell to abate the past due CDC utility bill for 451 Elm in the amount of
 $2, 113.19, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The March proceedings were approved on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 
 Kerher motioned to approve the Board of Equalization proceedings as presented, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

A written report  received from the Sheriff’s Office was approved as presented on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Nancy Korkow visited with the Finance Officer to present the report for the Canistota Fire Department for the month of March; the department had zero rescue or fire calls for the month of March.  The department has received a very positive response from the Community from the Parade of Fire trucks that was held to assure the Community the Fire Department is still on duty and are responding to calls during the Covid-19 Pandemic.  The Department received a supply of personal protective equipment from Doctor Susan Anderson.  The Fire Department has postponed their annual pancake breakfast that was scheduled for April. The report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Kerher and Nugteren presented the report for the CDC.  The group has discussed property uses and development for the property they own.  The Canistota Area Businesses are supporting the “Fun Hunts” that are on going for the children in the community.  The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

A report from the City Engineer was received via a conference call. Discussion included repair/replacement of items on the punch/warranty list from Phase 2.  The engineer will develop a preliminary plan, specifications and a contract with costs to be received by the City for consideration at the regular May 4, 2020 meeting.  

Citizen Concerns:  Mike and Morgan Kerrigan visited with the Council about abating their utility billing on the two homes they are currently rehabbing in the City.  Action was tabled until the end of the meeting.  Kerrigan’s left the meeting at 7:40 PM.

Nugteren presented the maintenance report: Cat complaints were addressed with several cats being moved to a farm outside of Canistota; dead muskrats were removed from City Streets.  Nugteren also completed rodent control at the lagoons. Four building permits were issued during the month of March. Nugteren has completed and submitted the final review of the 2020 Zoning Ordinances to SECOG for final review and Council consideration. Our FEMA paperwork has been submitted and accepted for final review by the agency. The annual mosquito workshop has been cancelled.  The Rubble site will open for the 2020 season beginning Tuesday, April 7, 2020.    The Rubble Site will be open on Tuesday & Thursday evenings from 6 PM to 8 PM, and on Saturday from 9 AM to Noon and 1 PM to 4 PM.  Passes can be purchased at the Finance Office or from the Rubble Site Attendant.  Nugteren will begin crack sealing various streets in the City; he has also visited with Clark Paving to repair several areas of streets.  The Maintenance report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:
Mayor Engbarth:  The position of maintenance assistant was discussed; part time employees Jim Nugteren and Eugene Zelmer have been helping when needed.  J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell motioned to abate CDC utility billing for 121 3rd Ave in the amount of $235.37 and at 430 Elm in the amount of $352.64, both homes have been razed, all voted yes, the motion carried. Applications for Pool Manager and Lifeguards were reviewed with the following Manager and Lifeguards hired contingent upon the City being able to open the pool to the public for the 2020 summer swim season:  Manager, Morgan Larson, $12.25/hour on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes; the motion carried.  J. Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to hire and pay the following applicants as lifeguards contingent upon the City being able to open the pool in 2020; Reagen Miller, $9.75/hour; Noelle Hofer, $9.75/hour; Kayleona Brandenburg, $9.35/hour; Connor Hutcheson, $9.35/hour, Kara Roshone, $9.35/hour; and Saylor Hutcheson, $9.30/hour; Kerher, O’Donnell and J. Miller voted yes, with B. Miller abstaining, motion carried.  The tentative opening day for the pool is set for Monday, June 1st, 2020.  This date may be subject to change as COVID-19 creates an ever changing health situation.  
B. Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to hire Don Laufman for summer mowing at $10.00/hour, all voted yes, the motion carried. Eugene Zelmer will be hired as the Rubble Site attendant on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell at a pay rate of $10.25/hour, all voted yes, the motion carried.
Because of the COVID-19 Pandemic, there will NOT be an annual Spring Dump Days or City Wide Cleanup this year.  The Rubble Site is open on Tuesday and Thursday, 6 PM to 8 PM and Saturday,  9 AM to Noon and 1 PM to 4 PM.  Passes are available for purchase.

The Council discussed a request to abate utility bills while a home in being rehabbed.  The consensus of the Council is with the water turned off; the fee is set per Ordinance #2010-03, the request was denied.

 B. Miller: expressed a concern about the flaking concrete on various parts of Main Street sidewalk.  This work is no longer under warranty; repairs could be listed as an alternate on a future project.

J. Kerher expressed a concern if a resident were unable to pay utility bills during this Pandemic.  Abating late fees on utility bills not paid before the 15th of the month was discussed and on a motion by  B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, there will be NO late fees applied to delinquent utility bills for the months of April and May, all voted yes, the motion carried. All utility bills still need to be paid; only late fees will be waived for April and May, 2020.
Kerher also mentioned “Rays of Hope,” the lights at the football field are turned on to bring hope and joy to the Community along with honoring our local Canistota Hawks Sports Teams.
