City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, August 5, 2019 at 7:00 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher, Donovan O’Donnell, and Jamie Miller.  Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, Aaron Miller, Trent Bruce, Nancy Korkow, Marty Lindbloom arrived at 7:06 PM and Morgan Larson arrived at 7:10 PM.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The July proceedings were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Miller and Bruce, City Engineers, updated the Council on the Main Street Improvement Project punch list; they have walked the project with the general contractor, warranty work will be completed within the next 2 weeks. Miller and Bruce left the meeting at 7:11 PM
 
The June and July report from the Sheriff’s Office was reviewed.  The Mayor will visit with the Sheriff about having a more visible presence in the school.  The written reports were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow was present on behalf of the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  The Department responded to 7 rescue calls in July with no fire calls.  The Department benefits from both the rodeo and their annual breakfast fund raisers.  The Mayor, Council and City Staff would like to thank the Fire Department for their quick response to the July 20th storm that hit Canistota.  There are currently 17 members on the roster with two new members added. The report was approved on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

Kerher and Nugteren presented the Canistota Development Corporation report.  The CDC is exploring options for rehabbing nuisance properties, working with the after school program, assisted living options along with welcome baskets for new homeowners in Canistota.  The group is currently working on purchasing a nuisance property in Canistota, they will be asking for taxes along with delinquent utility billing to be abated.  The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Citizen Concerns:
M. Lindbloom visited with the Council about concerns with the noise, smell and grain dust from the removal of the grain in the damaged elevator bins along Railway.  In the future, he and other concerned citizens would like to see an ordinance regulating the construction of grain bins within City limits. The Mayor and Council acknowledged the concerns.  Lindbloom left the meeting at 7:35PM

Larson updated the Council on the pool: The City has purchased a microwave for the booth at the pool, Nugteren will look into an issue with the lock box; swimming lessons and closing day at the pool were discussed.  There were 5 private parties held at the pool this summer.  The closing day of the pool will be on Saturday, August 17, 2019.  Regular hours will be observed from 1 PM to 6 PM, the report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Korkow and Larson left the meeting at 8 PM. 
Nugteren presented the Maintenance report: Four building permits were issued in July, Zoning Ordinances are being updated by SECOG; the Council will review the first draft when completed.  The old street sweeper will be advertised for sale with Purple Wave.  Twelve utility locates were requested in July. Nugteren and Nickel have sprayed for mosquitos. There was some vandalism in rest room of the new concession stand, security cameras will be installed.  Nugteren will bring more information on security cameras for City Hall to the September meeting. Clean up after the July 20th storm was discussed with the many, many volunteers thanked for coming out with their own equipment and others that donated food and drink, the City of Canistota would like to express a heartfelt thank you to all volunteers who helped in anyway with clean-up.  Nugteren and Nickel are still working on clean-up in and around the park and tennis courts.  O’Donnell discussed the City having a plan of action/search and rescue in place for future weather events of this magnitude; going door to door to check on residents was also discussed.  The next phase of water and wastewater improvements was discussed.  The City would need to meet the deadline to be on the State of South Dakota’s water plan; we would have to insure that the City would be able to afford debt service on the project.  Mayor Engbarth will visit with the City Engineer to obtain an updated map of the various phases left to complete, along with a cost estimate to complete each phase of work.  After much discussion, B. Miller motioned, seconded by O’Donnell, to retain the services of Loiseau Construction to rehabilitate and shape 3rd Ave. from Main St. to Elm St.; parts of East Ave. south from Main St. and 7th Ave, South from Main St. to Ash St., contingent upon the Council looking at the work completed in Hurley by this company, all voted yes, the motion carried. Additional gravel at the rubble site and installing rock around the lagoons were all discussed.  Nugteren will rent a skid loader to place rocks around the lagoon. The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.
