City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, August 3, 2020 at 7 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Donovan O’Donnell, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg, and Jamie Miller. Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Darin Ligtenberg, Steve Arends, Tristan Tieszen, Nancy Korkow arrived at 7:06 PM, Morgan Larson arrived at the meeting at 7:09 PM and Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren arrived at the meeting at 7:10 PM.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
The agenda was amended and approved as amended to include setting an meeting date in September for the regular City Council meeting on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

 Last month’s proceedings were approved as presented on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

The written reports received from the Sheriff’s Office for the months of June and July were reviewed and approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried..

Korkow & Nugteren presented the report for the CDC, the group is offering for sale two lots that have had the dilapidated homes removed; they are also looking into rehab projects.  The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’ Donnell, all voted yes, the motion was approved.

Korkow presented the report for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department, the Department responded to four fire calls and 3 rescue calls in July. A fall pancake feed is being discussed; the Fire Department stand at Sport Days was deemed a success.  The report was approved on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by M. Miller, all voted yes, the motion was approved.

Larson presented an update at the pool.  Closing date and year-end cleanup is scheduled for Saturday, August 15, 2020.  Because of liability concerns, water walkers will not be allowed to use the pool after the final closing date.
Larson and Korkow left the meeting at 7:20 PM

Arends was present to discuss insurance renewal coverage on City property.  Values, deductibles and equipment to be added and or removed from coverage were discussed with some adjustments approved.  Arends left the meeting at 8:07 PM.

City Engineer Ligtenberg was present to update the Council on the Phase 3 project.  There is a site visit for the project scheduled with State officials on Wednesday, August 5, 2020 at 11 AM.  Our SECOG representative will also be present along with the Mayor and City Council members.  There may be a quorum of the Canistota City Council members present, but no action or motions be entertained during this site visit. Ligtenberg left the meeting at 8:17 PM.

A motion to enter into executive session for personnel per SDCL 1-25-2-1 was made at 8:18 PM by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell; all voted yes the motion carried.
Executive session was declared over at 8:52 PM with the Council convening in open session.

Tieszen left the meeting at 8:30 PM.

No one was present for citizen concerns, but a question about a nuisance concern from  the Canistota Code Enforcement Officer and property owner was discussed.

Nugteren presented his maintenance report for the month of July with topics of discussion including Animal control, code enforcement letters, and parking violations.  Poles have been ordered to permanently mount the radar speed signs.  Nugteren met with a representative from the SD State Forester’s Office for their recommendations concerning the trees in the Canistota Park System.  His recommendation is several trees need to be removed along with many that need pruning. Nugteren will be getting an estimate for the work to be completed.  Nugteren will also bring an estimate for security cameras at the pool, park and volleyball courts to the September meeting.   Clark Paving will be in Canistota to patch streets in the next week.  Security in the finance office along with a shield on the counter was discussed. Nugteren is trying several options to combat the bat issue in one of the City buildings.  The maintenance report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.
