Canistota City Council Meets and Also Convenes as Board of Equalization

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, March 18, 2019 in the Community Room of City Hall with the followings Council persons present, Mayor Justin Engbarth, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg and Donovan O’Donnell.  Also present, Finance Officer, Kathy J. Townsend, School Board Representative, Mandy Keller, and Al Scott.  Roger Ketcham arrived at the meeting at 6:40PM.

The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Council conducted the following City Business:
On a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, the City of Canistota will pay a deposit of one-half of the cost, $6,250.00, for the diving board to be installed at the City Pool to Combined Pool and Spa, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Kerher to offer AFLAC Insurance to full time City employees with the City paying $123.30 per employee for single coverage only.  If an employee would like to purchase family coverage, which will not be paid by the City of Canistota, they may do so through a payroll deduction. All voted yes, the motion carried.

Kerher discussed a letter of support for the Canistota Sport Days Committee as they move forward with the plans for Sports Days which will be held on July 11, 12 and July 13th, 2019.

The Board convened as the Board of Equalization to consider the Objection to the Real Property Assessment on   Parcel 21.04.0703. After looking at comparable properties, the Council recommended no change to the Assessed Value on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Scott and Ketcham visited with the Council about property valuations.  The Council reviewed the Assessment Roll and after finding no errors or omissions, the Canistota City Council adjourned as the Board of Equalization at 7:05PM on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.
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
