City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, December 2, 2019 at 6:15 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher, Donovan O’Donnell, and Jamie Miller.  Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Assistant Maintenance, Tyler Nickel; Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren arrived at 6:30 PM and Nancy Korkow arrived at 7 PM.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 6:15 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The agenda was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The November proceedings were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.
 
At 6:18 PM, B. Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to enter into executive session Per SDCL 1-25-2 (1), for personnel.

Executive Session was declared over at 7:04 PM with the Council convening in open session.
Nickel left the meeting at 6:40 PM.

No one was present from the Sheriff’s office and no written report was received.

Korkow presented the report for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  The department responded to six rescue calls in November and one fire call.  The report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.   

Korkow, Nugteren and Kerher presented the CDC report; the group will meet Thursday, December 5 for their monthly meeting. They are working on the removal of nuisance properties and negotiating the rehabbing of nuisance property. The report was approved on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

Citizen concerns:  Korkow expressed a concern about snow removal on Spruce; hunting on City owned property was discussed with City property to be posted as No Hunting and No Trespassing.
Korkow left the meeting at 7:25 PM.

Nugteren presented the maintenance report for the month of November:   Nickel has trapped several cats; they have been relocated to a farm.  Maintenance at City Hall has been completed, the security system is installed.  Six utility locates were requested in November.  Nugteren is working on completing FEMA documentation.  The pool and pool house have been winterized.  The Rubble Site is officially closed for the season as of December 1st.  Two tires were replaced on the pickup and chains are installed on the dump truck.  A new street light was installed in front of City Hall. Snow removal on Main Street sidewalks was discussed. Nugteren referenced the City Ordinance when Main Street has been plowed curb to curb, snow from sidewalks cannot be pushed into the street:
6.0302		Disposal of Snow.  It shall be the duty of the property owner, tenant, or person in possession of any public or private driveway, parking lot, parking area or boulevard to dispose of accumulated snow upon such property in such manner that any snow when removed shall not be deposited upon any sidewalk, within or upon any public street or alley, after such public street or alley has been cleared of snow by grading of such snow away from the curb or picking up and carrying away of such snow by the City, or in a manner that will obstruct or interfere with the passage or vision of vehicle or pedestrian traffic.
  The Maintenance report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Kerher motioned to approve the 2020 Animal Control Agreement with the Sioux Falls Humane Society, seconded O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Supplemental Budget Ordinance 2019-10 was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Ordinance was printed in the December 5th edition of the Canistota Clipper and is on file in the Finance Office.  Raises for City staff will be effective January 1, 2020 on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Rubble Site is closed for the year.
