City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, February 4, 2019 at 7:00 pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg and Donovan O’Donnell, Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren arrived at 7:05PM

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

On a motion by Kerher, seconded by Weidenbach, the agenda was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.

Weidenbach motioned, seconded by O’Donnell to approve the proceedings from the last regular City Council meeting, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The written report received from the Sheriff was reviewed; involvement with the community and the school was discussed.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

There was no report from the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  

Kerher presented the Canistota Development Corporation report; the first annual champagne soirée featuring music by Matt Mayer was a success with approximately $1,000.00 raised.  The funds will be shared by the Student Council, FCCLA and FBLA students at CHS. The Development Corp. will meet on Thursday, February 7th.  The report was approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

There were no citizen concerns.

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report; Nugteren is working on nuisance properties, especially those properties with abandoned vehicles. Abatement deadlines were discussed. An employee injury was discussed with no action taken.  A tire on the dump truck has been replaced, several complaints have been received about a dog running around town; no building permits were issued in January.  The surplus sander was sold at auction for $875.00; the purchaser is responsible for pickup of the equipment.  Xcel Energy replaced a wire at the Medical Clinic.  There were four utility locates requested in January. On a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, Nugteren will contact the companies that submitted bids for a diving board at the pool.  The diving board will be installed before June 1st, 2019 with the cost of installation and board to not exceed $13,000.00, all voted yes, the motion carried. Delinquent water issues were discussed along with deposits for utility service.  Nugteren and Nickel will be attending a certification class on February 12 in Mitchell.  On a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, the City will pay the $75.00 fee for Nugteren to  attend a seminar sponsored by the SD Water & Wastewater Association in Sioux Falls on February 13 and February 14, all voted yes, the motion carried. Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve the Maintenance report as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The following bills were approved for payment on a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried: Note: this motion includes satisfying the debt service on the Case Wheel Loader along with the Mahindra Tractor.

The Finance Officer’s report included an update on the personnel manual.  On a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, Ordinance 2019-03 was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Ordinance can be found in this edition of the Canistota Clipper.  The Finance Officer will advertise for lifeguards with starting wage for new hire lifeguards at $9.10/ hour.  On a motion by Kerher, seconded by Weidenbach, returning guards with one to two years’ experience will earn $9.25/hour and returning guards with over 2 years of experience will earn $9.50/hour, all voted yes, the motion carried. Applications for pool manager will also be accepted, with the applicant to be at least 19 years of age.  The salary is dependent upon experience.  All applications will be received in the Finance Office by March 14, 2019.  
On a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, the utility billing for City used water/sewer services is abated for 2018 in the amount of $42,729.36, all voted yes, the motion carried.  City owned property was discussed along with the procedure to condemn dilapidated property in the City of Canistota.  Miller motioned, seconded by O’Donnell to invest $50,000.00 in a three year Certificate of Deposit with Security State Bank.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  The Finance Officer’s report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:
Mayor Engbarth:  part time summer help was discussed along with years of service of part time employees.  The Mayor also discussed the burn pile that reignited when it was turned.  The Fire Department received a call from a McCook County Deputy to put the fire out.

 Weidenbach had no concerns
