City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, February 3, 2020 at 7 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Jessica Kerher, Donovan O’Donnell, and Jamie Miller and Brad Miller. Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend and Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren  

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The January proceedings were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

No one was present from the Sheriff’s office and no written report was received.

There was no report from the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.

Nugteren and Kerher presented the CDC report; The CDC will host the career fair at the Canistota School on Wednesday, February 26, 2020; Homes for Hero’s information can be viewed at the Finance Office.  The CDC will offer a contract for one of the homes they purchased to be rehabbed.  The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

There were no citizen concerns.

Nugteren presented the January maintenance report: Complaints about barking dogs around the City was addressed, one building permit was issued in January.  The updated zoning ordinances were discussed with the Council to meet in special session to review the proposed zoning ordinances. The Kawasaki mule is getting serviced.  Purchasing a larger dump truck was discussed with the pros and cons considered and on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, the City will purchase a used dump truck for $5,000.00 along with the proposal from Steve’s Welding to reinforce the sides and to add a tailgate for an approximate cost of $2,900.00, all voted yes, the motion carried. A new snow removal blade for the pickup was discussed with the blade to be budgeted for purchase in 2021. Nugteren is completing the required paperwork with FEMA; the City will be reimbursed for some flood damages incurred in 2019. Branding the City of Canistota was discussed with Kerher looking into various options. Nugteren will order apparel with the City of Canistota wording only, no logo at this time.  The City rubble site will be inspected in the next week by DENR.  Code enforcement was discussed.  The maintenance report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Kerher motioned, seconded by J. Miller to approve the submitted equipment rates for the City of Canistota per the recommendation of the City Auditors, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Finance Officers Report:  B. Miller motioned, seconded by J. Miller to approve Resolution 2020-03, A Resolution Providing for Annual Street Assessment, all voted yes, the motion carried.  This is NOT a new tax; the Resolution must be approved annually.

RESOLUTION # 2020-03A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR ANNUAL STREET ASSESSMENT
WHEREAS, it is necessary and appropriate to maintain all streets within the City of Canistota; and
WHEREAS, the City of Canistota annually incurs expense to maintain those streets; and
WHEREAS, the City of Canistota may levy annually for the purpose of maintaining and repairing street surfacing or pavement; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canistota, as follows:
1.  Designation of lots to be assessed.  All lots in the City of Canistota fronting and abutting a street shall be assessed annually on the front foot basis.
2. Amount of Assessment.  There shall be levied upon all lots fronting and abutting a street, one dollar ($1.00) per front foot.  Front foot means the actual front of the premises as established by the buildings thereon, recorded title and use of the property, regardless of the original plat.
3. Assessment.  The City Finance Officer is directed to add such assessment to the general assessment against the property and certify the assessment together with the regular assessment to the county auditor to be collected as municipal taxes for general purposes.
4. Assessment subject to review.  The assessment is subject to review and equalization the same as assessments or taxes for general purposes.  This Resolution reflects NO increase in the assessment cost to property owners.
