City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, January 7, 2019 at 7:00 pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg and Donovan O’Donnell, Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren and Sheriff’s Deputy Anna Misar.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

On a motion by Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, the agenda was approved as presented, with no additions or corrections, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve the proceedings from the last regular City Council meeting, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Deputy Misar was present for the Sheriff’s report.  McCook County currently employs 8 law enforcement officers, including Sheriff Norris.  They also have one K-9 unit.  The December written report was reviewed and accepted on a motion by Kerher, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried. 
Misar left the meeting at 7:08PM

There was no report from the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  

Kerher presented the Canistota Development Corporation report; the first annual champagne soirée featuring music by Matt Mayer was a success.  Students at CHS will benefit from this fund-raiser. The report was approved on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

The Council acknowledged a note that was received from an anonymous citizen with concerns about snow removal.  No action was taken.

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report for December; Nugteren is working on nuisance properties, especially those properties with abandoned vehicles.  Notices will be sent to have the nuisances abated per City Ordinance.  There were several complaints about dogs at large during the month of December. Nugteren is in the process of updating the Zoning Ordinances for the City of Canistota.  New batteries have been purchased for the dump truck; the new sander has been installed in the pickup and works very well.  There were four utility locates requested in December. The Council discussed installing a diving board at the pool this spring and on a motion by Miller, seconded by Weidenbach, a diving board, with installation included to not exceed $13,000.00 will be purchased, all voted yes, the motion carried. Nugteren plowed snow several times in December and hauled the snow from Main Street. Nugteren and Nickel will be attending a recertification class in Mitchell on February 12th.  Kerher motioned, seconded by Weidenbach to approve the maintenance report as presented, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report included discussion on the personnel manual, the bereavement policy was discussed with no changes made; other updates, including compensation for being called out on a Holiday and reimbursement of Certifications received if an employee leaves the City’s employment within two years after receiving certification will be reviewed by the City Attorney with approval of the Ordinance being considered at the regular February 4 meeting.  Miller motioned, seconded by Weidenbach that if a Municipal Election is necessary, it will be held on April 9th, 2019 which is the second Tuesday of April, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The following wages are effective for 2019; Mayor, $50.00 per meeting and $50.00 per month, Council members, $50.00 per meeting, City Staff attending Council Meetings will be reimbursed at $50.00 per meeting; Maintenance Supervisor, $21.50 per hour, Finance Officer, $19.30 per hour. The Assistant Maintenance Position is $15.00 per hour, Rubble Site Attendant, $10.00/hour; Part time Snow Removal, $10.75/hour; and Mowing, $10.00/hour. Pool Manager and lifeguards pay to be determined at a later date, all voted yes, the motion carried. Reminder: the hours in the Finance Office are as follows: Monday through Thursday, 7 am to 4:15pm and on Friday, 7am to Noon.  Kerher motioned, seconded by O’Donnell to approve Schoenfish & Co. to prepare the annual report for the City of Canistota, all voted yes, the motion carried. 
The Council discussed debt service on the Wheel Loader and Mahindra Tractor; the Finance Officer will bring the pay-off price of the equipment to the regular February 4th meeting for the Council’s consideration. Certificates of Deposit were discussed with no action taken. Don Laufman has expressed his desire to mow for the City of Canistota in 2019.  The Finance Officers report was approved on a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Miller discussed the sale of City owned property along with the Special Assessments associated with the property.
