City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, January 6, 2020 at 7 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Jessica Kerher, Donovan O’Donnell, and Jamie Miller.  Brad Miller arrived at 7:15PM.   Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend and Nancy Korkow.  Maintenance Supervisor Darin Nugteren was absent. 

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The agenda was amended to include action to abate City owned utility billings on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The agenda was approved as amended on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The December proceedings were approved on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

No one was present from the Sheriff’s office.  The submitted written report was reviewed and approved as presented on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow presented the report for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  The department responded to nine rescue calls in December with no fire calls.  The Department will be holding the election of officers in January.  Malinda Engbarth is a certified EMT in the department.  The report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.   

Korkow and Kerher presented the CDC report; two homes the CDC owns will be razed at the end of January.  Abating the utility billing for water at the properties was discussed. The report was approved on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

Citizen concerns: Korkow expressed a concern about the snow being piled on the east end of Spruce Lane.
Korkow left the meeting at 7:21 PM. 

Mayor Engbarth and the Council reviewed the maintenance report for the month of December:  The cutting edges on the snow plow and Payloader have been replaced.  Z-image repaired the accident damage to the pickup.  Kerher motioned, seconded by J. Miller to sell the one-way tractor blade, all voted yes, the motion carried. Purchasing a second dump truck was tabled until the February meeting when Nugteren would be present to bring more information to the Council.  Lights and ceiling fans at City Hall will not be updated.  A logo design for apparel was approved but not for use on City vehicles at this time. Nugteren and Nickel will be hauling trees from the park to the rubble site.  No Hunting or Trespassing Signs have been posted at the Lagoon.  There was a water main break during the Christmas Holiday.  A crew from Centerville was available to make the repairs. The Holiday sign across Main Street was discussed, a heavy-duty cable was purchased to replace the old cable.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

All voted yes, the motion carried.  The following is a list of City Employees and compensation effective, January 01, 2020:  Mayor, $100 per month plus $100 per regular meeting; City Council, $100 per regular meeting with Mayor and Council receiving $50.00 per special meeting.  Full-time City staff attending Council meetings will be reimbursed at $50.00 per meeting; Maintenance Supervisor, $21.60/Hour, Maintenance Assistant, $15.35/Hour, Finance Officer, $19.40/hour.  Part-time Snow Removal, Rubble Site Attendant, Park and Pool Employee compensation will be determined at a later date.  J. Miller motioned, seconded by O’Donnell to approve Schoenfish & Company to prepare the Annual report along with the Biennial report, all voted yes, the motion carried. B. Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to adopt the Internal Controls for Compliance Requirements for the City of Canistota, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The City of Canistota will be featured in the October issue of the SDML magazine.   The Finance Officer’s report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:

Mayor Engbarth:  City Engineer discussion was tabled until a future date.  O’Donnell motioned, seconded by Kerher to authorize Mayor Engbarth to act on behalf of the City and City Council in all legal matter concerning the City of Canistota, all voted yes, the motion carried.

On a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by Kerher, the Maintenance Supervisor, the Maintenance Assistant and the Finance Officer will receive a ten cent ($.10) per hour raise, effective January 1, 2020; all voted yes, the motion carried.  The three full-time positions also have an Aflac benefit which is provided at no cost to the employee only.

Kerher motioned to adjourn the meeting at 10:12 PM, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.
