
City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, July 1, 2019 at 7:00 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Donovan O’Donnell, and Jamie Miller.  Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, Don Laufman, Robin Mammenga and Gabe Laber.  Jessica Kerher arrived at 7:30 PM.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The agenda was amended and approved to include approving the Certificate of Completion for Main Street on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The June proceedings were approved as presented on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.
 
There was no one present from the Sheriff’s Office; a written report from May was reviewed and approved on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

No one was present on behalf of the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.

Citizen Concerns:
Laufman and Mammenga met with the Council about Laufman being hired part-time by the City to assist with mowing needs.  Laber informed the Council that he has accepted a new position with HDR. Aaron Miller from DGR will facilitate the Main Street Punch List.
Cathee Bruinsma and Brenda Jolley arrived at the meeting at 7:17PM
Various options to repair 7th Ave were also discussed with Laber.
Pool Manager Morgan Larson arrived at 7:20 PM
Laber left the meeting at 7:24PM.
Bruinsma and Jolley discussed parking concerns on Main Street, especially near the Post Office. They left the meeting at 7:30 PM.

Larson updated the Council on the pool: rain days, early closing, cleaning, security, and the concession stand were discussed. The lifeguards are requesting a microwave for the concession stand.  The City will purchase a microwave and 12 lounge chairs for the pool on a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.  O’Donnell will donate a lock-box to the pool.  The report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Larson left the meeting at 7:50 PM.

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report: One building permit was issued in June, several notices to abate grass and weeds were posted on several lawns with the City abating the nuisance, time and costs will be assessed to the property taxes.  The old street sweeper is running and will be listed for sale.  Nugteren will be attending an informational meeting with FEMA to discuss reimbursement for damages from spring flooding.  Nugteren had four utility locate requests. Nickel sprayed for mosquitos several times in June.  The City will be receiving an award of $622.00 from the State of SD for a mosquito grant request.  The family bathroom at the pool, along with doors need paint, having the lifeguards assist with that job was discussed. Options for the repair of streets affected by spring flooding were discussed.  Nugteren will contact the City Engineer for a final inspection of Main Street.  The report was approved on a motion by B Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion was approved.


Kerher presented a report from the CDC, the group is negotiating to purchase a nuisance property in Canistota, discretionary tax was discussed along with the strategic planning committee meeting in July on the 17th and 31st.  The report was approved on a motion by B Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:

On a motion by Kerher, seconded O’Donnell, the bid for flooring was accepted from Salem Lumber and will be installed once all maintenance is completed.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  Porta Potties have been ordered for Sport Days and will be delivered July 10.

B. Miller reported a street light outage, Nugteren will follow up.
