  
City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, July 6, 2020 at 7 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Donovan O’Donnell, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg, and Jamie Miller. Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend,   Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, Darin Ligtenberg, Gabe Laber and Sarah Woltzen.  Morgan Larson arrived at the meeting at 7:30 PM and Cathee Bruinsma arrived at the meeting at 7:43 PM.  

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
The agenda was amended and approved as amended to include Laber speaking to the Council on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

 The June proceedings were approved as presented on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

No report was received from the Canistota Fire Department.

No written report was received from the Sheriff’s Office for the month of June.

Woltzen was present on behalf of the Sport Days Committee to answer any questions or concerns from the Council concerning the 111th Annual Sport Day celebration.  Woltzen informed the Council there will be NO pancake feed as a fund raiser this year. Woltzen left the meeting at 7:11 PM. 

There was no report from the Canistota Development Corporation.  They have moved their meeting date to the last Thursday of the month.

D. Ligtenberg introduced himself on behalf of Snyder Associates.  Ligtenberg put together cost estimates and informed the Council of the deadline for a Community Access Grant application for the Phase 3 Improvement Project.  The Transportation Alternative Program, with regard to safe routes to school, was also discussed. Infrastructure, utilities, and funding options with grants and loans were discussed.  The Phase 3 project would encompass 5th Ave, 6th Ave and 7th Ave. , all south of Main Street; along with three blocks on the west end of  Pine Street.  The side streets of Oak, Walnut and Fir will also be included in the proposed Phase 3 project. 

Laber, HDR Engineering was also present to visit with the Council concerning the Phase 3 Improvement Project.  Laber presented information on awarding criteria for grant and loan applications along with the deadline of July 15 for the opportunity to apply for a Community Access Grant.  Laber informed the Council that interest rates are 2.125% on a loan, if needed.  The merits of the Transportation Alternative Program, safe routes to school, were also discussed. The scope of the project  would include, 5th Ave, 6th Ave and 7th Ave. , all south of Main Street; along with three blocks on the west end of  Pine Street.  The side streets of Oak, Walnut and Fir will also be included in the proposed Phase 3 project.

Larson presented an update on the pool.  Session one lessons have begun and are going well.  There are several pool parties scheduled in the month of July with one scheduled for Saturday, August 15th.  No closing date has been determined at this time.  On a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, the pool basketball hoop will be installed in the pool, with patrons providing their own basketball, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The pool has been busy, especially on these hot July days.  The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.  

Nugteren presented his maintenance report for the month of June:
Bruinsma visited with the Council about updating part of the current tennis court into a pickle ball court.  Several options for funding the update were discussed including donations from the Lions Club, the Community Foundation, CAA and City support.  Townsend will look into a Land and Water Conservation Fund Grant to help offset the cost of the project. The basketball court area will also receive an update.  Installing motion detection lights, a fence update and a summer rec program were also briefly discussed.
Larson and Bruinsma left the meeting at 8:25 PM.
Nugteren will contact the SD Community Forest Initiative to help him develop a plan for the City’s green infrastructure.  There are several trees in the City Parks that may need to be removed.  There have been several animal concerns that have been addressed in June from dogs at large to raccoons and wood chucks.  Nugteren and Townsend met with the Code Enforcement Officer for the City of Canistota.  Johnson drove the City, took pictures, created files and narratives on nuisance properties, including vehicles with no license plates and dilapidated structures in Canistota.  The street sweeper has been repaired and is now working well.  The City of Canistota was awarded a SD Mosquito Grant of $562.00.
Jay Ortman arrived at the meeting at 8:55 PM with a concern on a nuisance property.  Ortman left the meeting at 8:56 PM.
Part-time summer help in the maintenance department was discussed with Joe and Caleb Nugteren being hired to complete painting jobs at the ballpark along with any other jobs as required at $9.50 per hour for approximately twenty to thirty hours each, per week, on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion was approved.  Sanitizing at the pool was discussed with the Manager and lifeguards setting up a schedule to complete each day.  City Ordinance dealing with dogs, the City leash law and vicious dogs was discussed.  The maintenance report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

There was no one present for or against the adoption of the 2020 Revised Canistota Zoning Regulations and on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by Kerher, the Revised Zoning Ordinance was approved, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Notice of Adoption was printed in the July 9 and in the July 16th, 2020 edition of the Canistota Clipper. The notice is on file for review in the Finance Office during regular business hours.

There was no one present either for or against the application for a one-day liquor license for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department to sell alcohol at the annual Xtreme Bull Riding during Sport Days and on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, the application was approved, all voted yes, the motion carried.

 No one was present for or against the plat of Lot 1, Keller Addition and was approved on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell; all voted yes the motion carried.

O’Donnell motioned, seconded by B. Miller to raise the charging limit on D. Nugteren’ s City Credit card from $1,000.00 to $2,500.00, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:
Mayor Engbarth:  On a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, Skylar Bultje is hired as a part-time/back-up lifeguard at $9.25 per hour, all voted yes, the motion carried.  On a motion by J. Miller, seconded by Kerher, lifeguards will be compensated for inclement weather days; they must report to work for 2 hours and reopening of the pool will be at the discretion of the manager, O’Donnell, J. Miller and Kerher voted yes with B. Miller abstaining, the motion passed.  O’Donnell motioned, seconded by Kerher to authorize the City Code Enforcement Officer to move forward with nuisance properties and abandoned vehicle violations, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Flags for Main Street were discussed with O’Donnell motioning, seconded by J. Miller to purchase brackets and flags at a cost to not exceed $2,000.00, for the light poles lining Main Street, all voted yes, the motion carried.  B. Miller will be in charge of the project.  The rental agreement with the school was discussed; the school has a concern about spraying clover and fertilizing at the ballpark.  The school will review the proposed agreement before it is finalized. 

J. Miller motioned, seconded by B. Miller to enter into executive session per SDCL 1-25-2 at 10:42 PM, all voted yes, the motion carried.
Executive session was declared over at 11:10 PM with the Council convening in open session.

Resolution 2020-4 was printed in the July 9, 2020 edition of the Canistota Clipper and is available for review in the Finance Office during regular business hours. The Transportation Alternatives Grant application was tabled to later date.
