 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, June 3, 2019 at 7:00 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Donovan O’Donnell, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg and Jamie Miller.  Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Assistant, Tyler Nickel, Absent:  Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren.  Susie Schroeder arrived at the meeting at 7:07 PM

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The proceedings from City Council Meeting One and Meeting Two, held on May 6, 2019 were approved as presented on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.
 
There was no one present from the Sheriff’s Office and a written report was not received in time for the meeting. Discussion included law enforcement options for the City of Canistota.

No one was present on behalf of the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.

There was no report from the Canistota Development Corporation.  They will meet on Thursday, June 6, 2019.

Citizen Concerns:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Schroeder was present to visit with the Council about organizing a Farmers Market on Main Street Canistota.   Location, days and hours of operation were discussed, along with the need for the vendors to hold a SD Sales Tax License.  Liability issues were also discussed.  Schroeder will have the Market open from June through October.  The City Council encourages and supports small business entrepreneurs; and on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, the fee for a peddler’s license will be waived for vendors for the 2019 Farmers Market season, all voted yes, the motion carried.  B. Miller motioned, seconded by J. Miller to allow the Farmers Market to use City property on Main Street if the property is adequate in size, all voted yes; the motion carried. Schroeder left the meeting at 7:23PM

Nickel presented the Maintenance report: No building permits were issued in May, a couple of cats have been caught and relocated to farms, Nugteren had four utility locate requests. Nickel has sprayed for mosquitos, he will notify the public via Facebook on those evening when he can spray, briquettes have also been placed in areas of standing water.  Weed control and mowing at the ballpark was discussed.   The pool is open; the new diving board is a hit.  Thorstad Contractors was in Canistota repairing sidewalk issues that are under warranty from the Main Street Improvement Project. Nuisance properties, fines and abatement of the nuisances were discussed.  Mowing options, water issues at City Hall and street repairs were discussed.  The report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Finance Officers Report:  On a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, a one-day liquor license was approved for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department to sell beer on Sport Days during the rodeo, all voted yes, the motion carried. O’Donnell motioned, seconded by J. Miller, to approve the three-day license for the Hawks Nest to sell alcohol on the street during Sport Days, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Finance Officer will be out of the off June 12, 13, and 14 to attend a conference in Pierre. The Finance Officer report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:
Mayor Engbarth:  Swimming lessons were discussed; on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, Carson Roshone will lead the lessons with an experienced lifeguard assisting him, J. Miller, Kerher and O’Donnell voted yes, with B. Miller abstaining, the motion carried.  Kerher motioned to pay the lifeguards when the pool is closed due to inclement weather with the provision that the guards must report to the pool for at least two (2) hours of mandatory cleaning and maintenance, at the pool, J. Miller seconded the motion, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Guards will be paid 10 minutes before the pool opens and no later than 8:30 PM in the evening to complete their cleaning check list for that day.  Utilizing the lifeguards in other jobs for the City was discussed with no action taken.  AFLAC insurance for the Council was discussed.  The agent will contact the Mayor and Council to set up a time to visit with them.  Council compensation for meetings was discussed.  B. Miller motioned, seconded by O’Donnell, to raise Mayor and Council salaries to $100 per meeting and $50 per special meeting.  The Mayor will also receive $100 per month salary for his position as Mayor, effective June 1st, 2019; all voted yes, the motion carried. Replacing the flooring in City Hall was discussed.  The Finance Officer will contact the vendor to see if their bid will be valid in August as the Council would like to complete repairs & updates before flooring is installed. Pool hours and free swimming during Sport Days were discussed.  There will be free swimming available on Friday and Saturday from 1 PM to 6 PM when the pool will close.

Jessica Kerher had no concerns
Donovan O’Donnell mentioned a City float for the Sport Days parade; Spring Dump Days was also discussed.
Jamie Miller had no concerns.
