City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, March 4, 2019 at 7:00 pm in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Joel Weidenbach, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg and Donovan O’Donnell, Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, Maintenance Assistant, Tyler Nickel and Nancy Korkow.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:07 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher, to amend the agenda to include discussion/action on a certificate of deposit and interest rates, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The agenda was approved as amended on a motion by Weidenbach, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Weidenbach motioned, seconded Kerher to approve the proceedings from the last regular City Council meeting, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The written report received from the Sheriff was reviewed; involvement with the community and the school was discussed.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Korkow was present on behalf of the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  She informed the Council about the pancake feed that is being planned for Sunday, April 28th, 2019.  The report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Canistota Development Corporation had no report, they are planning on meeting Thursday, March 7th. 
Korkow left the meeting at 7:21 PM

There were no citizen concerns.

Nugteren presented the Maintenance report; Nugteren found out where the dog that has been running at large around town lives; he visited with the owners of the dog.  The cat population in Canistota will be addressed this spring. One building permit was issued in February, the dump truck required some work to be completed on the PTO cable.  There has been some vandalism at the new concession stand at the ballpark.  Nugteren and Nickel have moved a lot of snow this month.  Nugteren is still waiting to hear back from Combined Pool and Spa about the installation of a diving board at the pool.  Nugteren and Nickel attended a re-certification conference in Mitchell for their spraying certification.  Nugteren informs KELO, KSFY and KDLT, along with the City of Canistota’s Facebook page to inform residents of a snow alert and other emergencies affecting the City of Canistota. There was a water main break on Sunday, March 3rd; Engbarth Direction Drilling completed the repairs for the City.  Nugteren, along with the Council expressed their appreciation for quickly getting the break repaired. The maintenance report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Patrick Andrews with SECOG arrived a the meeting at 7:25PM
Updating an area of the nuisance ordinance along with parts of the current water ordinance pertaining to utility deposits versus activation fees was discussed along with an increase in the fee to $150.00.  Andrews will prepare the amended portions of the affected ordinances for consideration at the April 1st meeting.
Weidenbach motioned, seconded by O’Donnell to approve Resolution 2019-05, confirming the utility reconnection fee of $55.00 plus payment in full of the delinquent account, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The resolution is printed elsewhere in this issue of the Clipper.   Andrews left the meeting at 7:50PM.

The City Council will convene as the Board of Equalization on Monday, March 18th at 6PM in the community room of City Hall.  There will not be a City election, Kerher and O’Donnell filed petitions for their position, an appointment will be made to fill the position in Ward One. On a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, the City of Canistota will follow Governor Noem’s  executive declaration for paid days off on Good Friday, April 19th and Monday, April 22nd , all voted yes, the motion carried.  Weidenbach motioned, seconded by Miller, to approve authorization for the Mayor to sign for Electronic Fund Transfers from McCook County to Security State Bank on behalf of the City of Canistota, all voted yes, the motion carried. Townsend will visit with Steve Arend from JL Arend Insurance about attending the next Council meeting to explain different deductible options and how that could impact the cost of City insurance. The Finance Officer report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by Weidenbach, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:
Mayor Engbarth:  The Council will meet in executive session at a special meeting on Monday, March 18th, 2019 at 5:30 PM for personnel review.  Kerher motioned, seconded by Miller to reimburse Nugteren and Nickel up to $150.00 annually for a clothing allowance with receipts to be submitted to the Finance Officer prior to reimbursement; all voted yes, the motion carried.  The City of Canistota will supply a coat, hoodies and shirts to the Nugteren, Nickel, and Townsend with the City logo. Certificates of Deposit and interest rates were discussed with no action taken.  Action on a subscription to the Canistota Clipper to be kept at City Hall was discussed with no action taken.

Kerher discussed a concern about a change of use for property on Main Street, years of service recognition was discussed along with the Canistota Area Business group planning activities at the pool over Sport Days.  A summer recreation director and program was briefly discussed.  Developing and utilizing Stalting Park was also discussed.

O’Donnell shared concerns he received from residents about fireworks being used within City limits.  

Kerher motioned, seconded by Miller to enter into executive session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (3) for legal issues  from 10:05 PM to 10:15PM with the Council remaining in executive session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2-(1) for personnel.  Executive session was declared over at 10:57PM with the Council convening in open session.

The Canistota City Council adjourned on a motion by Miller, seconded by Kerher at 10:58 PM, all voted yes, the motion carried.
