Canistota City Council Convenes as Board of Equalization

J. Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to contact the City Engineer to prepare specifications to industry standards for warranty repairs in the Phase 2 project, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Kerher motioned, seconded by B. Miller to adjourn the meeting at 7:55 PM, all voted yes, the motion carried.
