City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, March 2, 2020 at 7 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Donovan O’Donnell, Brad Miller and Jamie Miller. Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend and Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren.  Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg arrived at the meeting at 8:40 PM 

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The February proceedings were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. 

No one was present from the Sheriff’s office.  The Council reviewed the written reports received for January and February; the reports were approved as presented on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

There was no report from the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department..  

Citizen Concerns:  Corey Spicer was present to visit with the Council concerning new construction on his property located on Spruce Lane.  Spicer is requesting one utility bill for his home and new build; the structures have the same address and on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, Spicer’s utility billing will be consolidated into one billing for that address, all voted yes, the motion carried. Spicer left the meeting at 7:25 PM.

Nugteren presented the maintenance report: Several complaints about cats were addressed; three building permits were issued in February.  A new DEF pump was installed in the Payloader; Nugteren will replace a damaged light on the Payloader.  Nugteren has completed the FEMA paperwork; it has been submitted for final review. Action Electric was contacted on behalf of CAA to obtain an estimate to repair some field lights.  The tree pile by the tennis court has been removed.  DENR conducted an inspection of the Rubble Site, new signs were installed at the   Site; several loads of scrap metal were hauled from the site.  The first CDC home was razed with the basement being filled with clay from the rubble site.  Street light outages were reported to Xcel Energy for repair.  Nugteren will be attending the SD Municipal Street Maintenance Association meeting in Rapid City on April 15 & 16th with a one night motel stay along with per diem meals and mileage to be paid on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.  A property owner will be cleaning a ditch near the lagoons.   The maintenance report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Municipal Election scheduled for April 14th is cancelled.  The SD Community Foundation has completed their pledge of $10,000.00 to the Main Street Improvement Project.  Kerher motioned, seconded by B. Miller to pay the $50.00 bond fee for the Notary Public Commission for Townsend, all voted yes, the motion carried. J. Miller, seconded by B. Miller, motioned to approve the Finance Officer’s report as presented, all voted yes; the motion carried.
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Kerher and Nugteren presented the CDC report:  One derelict property has been razed; it is now too wet to continue with more demolition at this time.  The Career Fair, held at CHS, on Wednesday, February 26th was a great success with 17 colleges and 19 businesses represented.  The CDC will meet on Thursday, March 5th.  The report was approved on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Mayor Engbarth:  The applications received for Maintenance Assistant were reviewed, compensation and experience were discussed. The Mayor and Nugteren will contact the applicants.   Zelmer will assist Nugteren in the interim. On a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, the City will abate the utility fee of $220.37 for the CDC property located on 3rd Ave. all voted yes, the motion carried.
