Brian Kruse arrived at the meeting at 7:20 PM

City Engineer Miller updated the Council on the cost and various replacements/repairs to address the warranty/punch list items from the Phase 2 Street Project.  He recommended seeking bids early in order for the work to be completed in 2020.  Miller is also in contact with Hulstein Construction for sidewalk concerns from the Main Street Project.  Miller left the meeting at 7:39 PM

Kruse visited with the Council on behalf of the Canistota American Legion.  Because of Covid-19, the Legion will be doing things differently this year to honor our Veterans on Memorial Day.  Kruse is asking for Main Street, from 3rd Ave to 7th Ave. to be blocked on Monday, May 25, 2020 from 10 AM to 10:15 AM for a procession to the Veteran’s Memorial at the school. Kruse will inform the Public as plans are confirmed.  The request was approved on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.
To help the local farmers, the Legion has purchased hogs to have processed and will donate the meat to the Canistota Food Giveaway held at the United Church of Canistota.  It was recommended that Kruse touch base with the Canistota Development Corporation for grant information on behalf of the Legion.  Kruse left the meeting at 7:47 PM.

Maintenance Report:
Nugteren presented his report for the month of April; live traps are being set to trap stray cats to be relocated to out of town.  Five building permits were issued in April.  Nugteren completed the final review for the 2020 updated Zoning Ordinance, the first reading will be held at the June regular Council meeting. Nugteren has been crack sealing streets, a portable air compressor was rented to assist with the project; Nugteren also built a larger “melting pot” to hold more of the tar bricks.  Nugteren will order more bricks to have on hand to continue with crack sealing this fall. He is working on the street sweeper, 3 truckloads of dirt and debris have been cleaned from streets thus far.  Giving residents a 48 hour notice to move vehicles from the street to be swept was discussed. Nugteren will be applying larvicide briquettes the first part of May and will get the sprayer mounted on the pickup for the mosquito spraying season.  Spring discharge is underway at the lagoons; there is work to be completed at the lagoons from the spring 2019 flood damage.  A bid proposal from Clark Paving was reviewed with ten locations to be targeted for repairs.  The total cost will be close to $45,000.00, the proposal was accepted as submitted on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Hiring a maintenance assistant was discussed.  Another speed/radar sign will be ordered for the City with the signs to be rotated around the City monthly.   Nugteren will be working on getting the pool ready for opening day on June 1st. Repairs on 7th Avenue were discussed as part of the Phase 3 Street Improvement Project.  The project was tabled as we wait to hear about any infrastructure assistance approved by the Federal Government.   The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Morgan Larson arrived at the meeting at 8:03 PM.  Opening day at the pool is scheduled for June 1st, 2020.  The hours will remain the same as in years past, Monday through Friday, 1PM to 5 PM and 6 to 8 PM; with water walkers using the pool from 5 PM to 6 PM; Saturday and Sunday hours are 1 PM to 6 PM.  Several items of discussion included, rain days, hours of operation, safety of swimmers, social distancing, snacks and toys.  The City Pool will NOT provide noodles, goggles or toys for public use. The bathrooms, booth, deck, all areas of the pool will be sanitized daily for the safety of the swimmers and staff. The admission fees will remain: $75.00 for a family pass, $35.00 for a single pass, and daily admission of $2.00/child and $3.00/ adult. The Finance Officer will advertise for additional lifeguards.  Larson left the meeting at 9:30 PM.

The Finance Officer’s report was presented: delinquent utility billing was discussed.  The report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:
Mayor Engbarth:  Discussed the Phase 3 Street Improvement Project along with funding costs, grants and the City of Canistota debt limit.  

On a motion by J. Miller, seconded by B. Miller the City Council meeting was adjourned Sine Die at 9:55 PM all voted yes; the motion carried.
