City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, November 4, 2019 at 7:00 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher, Donovan O’Donnell, and Jamie Miller.  Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, and Chief Deputy Casey Urrutia. Nancy Korkow arrived at 7:03 PM.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The agenda was approved on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The October proceedings were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.
 
Chief Deputy Urrutia was present to review the written Sheriff’s report with the Council.  Chief Deputy Urrutia is in charge of the canine unit, he and the school work very well together.  The Council would like to see an increase in law enforcement presence at the school, especially in the elementary grades.  The “Shop with a Cop” program was discussed.  On a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, the report was approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.  Urrutia left the meeting at 7:10 PM.

Korkow presented the report for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  The department responded to one rescue call in October and had no fire calls.  The department is a presence at every home football game.  The report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.   

Korkow presented the CDC report, the group met Monday, November 3rd at City Hall. They are in the process of razing one dilapidated property, debating the merits of rehabbing or razing a second property and are also working on obtaining a third nuisance property.  The Career Fair which will be held at CHS in February of 2020 was briefly discussed. The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried. Korkow left the meeting at 7:30 PM.

The approval of the Package Off-Sale and Retail On-Sale Liquor License for the Hawks Nest was tabled until the December meeting.
 
There were no citizen concerns.

Nugteren presented the maintenance report for the month of October:  Nickel has trapped several cats,  they have been relocated to farms around Canistota.  Three building permits were issued during the month of October, Planning and Zoning met to consider a request from a property owner about moving a shelter onto their property.  Nugteren will send a letter to the property owner. The sander is installed in the pickup and is ready for the winter season.  The new carpet at City Hall has been laid, the flooring in the entry way and bathroom will be installed by November 8th.  Nugteren received 6 utility locates in October.   Our FEMA representative will be in Canistota on November 12 at City Hall to document the costs associated with the March, 2019 flooding.  A new porch style swing has been installed at the park with a second swing placed at the horse shoe pit.  Adding a swing to Stalting Park along with picnic shelters was discussed.    The warranty work on the Main Street project has been completed.  The streets in the Phase 2 project have been sealed.  The street light in front of City Hall will be replaced, Nugteren is having it painted; when that process is completed, the light will be installed.  The majority of fire hydrants around town have been flushed.  Nugteren visited with the Council about the need for a long range plan for equipment.  Nugteren will bring cost estimates for the development of a plan to the December meeting.  The first reading of the 2019 revised Zoning Ordinance was acknowledged.  Security cameras will be installed at City Hall this week.  Winterizing the sprinklers at the ballpark was discussed.  Nugteren will bring an estimate to the December meeting for a new counter to replace the existing counter in the finance office; replacing the desk in the finance office was also discussed.  The Maintenance report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Finance Officers Report:  A Reverse 911 network was discussed.  Residents of Canistota would sign up to receive a text, an email or voice mail alerting them to information from the City of Canistota, for example a snow alert. Kerher motioned, seconded by J. Miller to contract with Bright Arrow Technologies to provide the service to City residents,  all voted yes, the motion carried.  Residents will be notified how to sign up for the service.  The rental agreement for the Community room at City Hall was discussed and on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, the rent for the Hall will remain at $25 per day along with a $100 deposit.  The Deposit will be returned if there are no damages; the renter will be responsible for any damages incurred. All voted yes, the motion carried.  The first reading of the Supplemental Budget was acknowledged with the Contingency Fund being utilized to balance the 2019 budget where needed. City Offices will be closed on November 11 in observance of Veteran’s Day.  
The Finance Officer’s report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:
Mayor Engbarth:  The City of Canistota will host a Christmas Open House on Sunday, December 1st in conjunction with the Festival of Trees and the Parade of Lights.  The Open House is from 3 PM to 5 PM; everyone is welcome.  A motion to hire a City Engineer was tabled until the December 2nd meeting.  Rubble Site fees were also tabled until the December 2nd meeting.  The Rubble Site will remain open as long as the weather cooperates.  Kerher motioned, seconded by J. Miller to approve Resolution 2020-01, Adjusting Drinking Water Rates, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The resolution is printed elsewhere in this edition of the Clipper.
J. Miller motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve Resolution 2020-02, Adjusting Clean Water Rates, all voted yes, the motion carried, the resolution is printed elsewhere in this edition of the Clipper.  The DWSRF Certificate of Project Completion for Main Street was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried. The CWSRF Certificate of Completion for Main Street was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.  On a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by Kerher, full time City employees will be receive Holiday pay for Friday, November 29, Monday, December 23 and Tuesday, December 24, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Discretionary tax, marketing Canistota and utilizing Brenda and her staff at SEFP was discussed.
