City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Monday, October 7, 2019 at 7:00 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher, Donovan O’Donnell, and Jamie Miller.  Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend and Maintenance Assistant Tyler Nickel, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren was absent. Brad Engbarth arrived at the meeting at 7:05 PM.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The agenda was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The September proceedings were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.
The proceedings from the Special Meeting held on September 27, were approved as presented on a motion by O’Donnell, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.
   
There was no one present on behalf of the Sheriff’s office; the written reports received for the month of August and September were reviewed.  The Council would like to see the Sheriff or a Deputy attend our meetings and also update the Council on incidents as they occur in Canistota.  On a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, the reports were approved; all voted yes, the motion carried.

B. Engbarth presented the report for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.  Their family fun day was a success with donations going to support their annual operating fund.  The next Family Fun Day may be held next summer rather than the fall.  The Fire Department will not host a Halloween Dance this year.  There is one new EMT candidate that is going through training.  If anyone is interested in taking this course, please contact Brad or Nancy Korkow with the Fire Department for more information.  The Department responded to rescue calls in September but had no fire calls.  The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.   B. Engbarth left the meeting at 7:15PM

Kerher presented the CDC report, the group met on Thursday, October 3.  The CDC has purchased two dilapidated homes in Canistota, one will be rehabbed and one will be razed.    The Annual Parade of Lights will be held on Sunday, December 1st, with the Festival of Trees scheduled to be held on Sunday, December 15th.   The report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.
 
There were no citizen concerns.

Nickel presented the maintenance report for the month of September:  A portion of the fence around the tennis court was damaged in the July 20th storm; on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, the damaged fence will be replaced at a cost to not exceed $1,948.00, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Kerher motioned, seconded by J. Miller to have Nugteren contact Bargen Inc./ Replay Ag Oil Seal, to seal all streets in the Phase 2 Project for a cost of $49,075.00, the sealing will be done this fall.  All voted yes, the motion carried.  Recommendations concerning repairs and updates with the water tower were discussed with no action taken at this time.  The 1992 Elgin street sweeper has been sold for $775.00.  Garbage issues in the student section of the bleachers after a football game were discussed.  The light pole in front of City Hall will be replaced with Z-Image painting the pole that Nugteren has on hand.  The Maintenance Department will install poles for the radar sign to be mounted on; the current radar sign from 7th Avenue will be moved to Main Street and also used on Ash Street to curb speeding.  Security cameras will be installed at City Hall.  Nugteren made a new sign for the Rubble Site stating hours of operation.  Hours will be adjusted for the 2020 season to include: Tuesday 6 PM to 8 PM; Thursday, 6 PM to 8 PM and Saturday hours will be 9 AM to Noon and 1 PM to 4 PM.  Hydrants will be flushed in October.  The Maintenance report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.
