City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Monday, October 5, 2020 at 7 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Donovan O’Donnell, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg, and Jamie Miller. Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren and Darin Ligtenberg. 
  
Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried 

O’Donnell motioned, seconded by B. Miller to approve the proceedings from the regular September Council meeting, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The proceedings from the September 22, 2020 special meeting were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.
  
The written report from the Sheriff’s Office for the month of September was reviewed and approved as presented on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried..

No report was received from the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department.

 Kerher-Ligtenberg presented the report for the CDC; the group met October 1, 2020 with nuisance properties discussed.  The report was approved on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion was approved.

D. Ligtenberg was present to update the Council on the proposed Phase 3 project.  Applications for inclusion on the State Water Plan and the TAP grant application have all been submitted to the State of South Dakota before the October 1, 2020 deadline.  Ligtenberg will arrange for a survey in next couple of months along with executing a facility plan.  Entering into a contract with Snyder and Associates was tabled.   Ligtenberg left the meeting at 7:19 PM.

No one was present for Citizen Concerns, but a utility concern was discussed with action tabled until next month.  A new meter has been installed at the property.

Nugteren presented his maintenance report for the month of September, Nugteren has ordered new live traps for the City of Canistota; two building permits were issued in September.  Nugteren will obtain additional quotes for a garden tractor with mower/tiller and snow blower attachments included.  Zoning ordinances, setbacks and alley access were discussed with Nugteren getting clarification from our SECOG representative. Central Plains Bat Removal has completed bat removal.  Sanitizers and dispensers were ordered to install in City owned buildings.  Mosquito chemicals have been ordered with the grant dollars received by the City for that purchase.  The dead/damaged trees in the City Parks have been removed; planting new trees will take place this spring.  Nugteren is working on winterizing the pool.  Matthaei Excavation will haul in rip rap and clay for lagoon repairs.  Nugteren has ordered crack sealer for the cracked storm sewer inlets in the Phase 2 project.  SDRWA and Nugteren repaired a fire hydrant on 6th Ave.  The maintenance report was approved as presented on a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Engbarth:  Code enforcement was discussed; many homeowners have already complied with the request to abate nuisances located on their property.  The rental agreement between the City of Canistota and the Canistota Public School was discussed.  The City will submit a formal legal contract for review by the school.  The annual fee of $3,500.00 is open for discussion.  After review by school administration, the contract will come back to the City for final approval. On a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, Resolution 2020-11, Adjusting City Water Rates was approved on a roll call vote: ayes: Kerher, B. Miller, O’Donnell, nays: J. Miller, the motion carried.  Resolution 2020-12, Adjusting City Wastewater Rates was approved on a roll call vote of ayes: Kerher, B. Miller and O’Donnell, nays, J. Miller, motioned carried.  Both Resolutions are printed elsewhere in this edition of the Canistota Clipper. The dates for the Free Dump Days at the Rubble Site will be Saturday, October 24 and Saturday October 31 with November 7 as an alternate date.  On a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller the Finance Officer will advertise for a seasonal part-time position for the winter.  The successful candidate must have a valid driver’s license with a CDL preferred; all voted yes, the motion carried.  Apply on line or in the Finance Office at 228 Main Street, Canistota, SD  57012.  Halloween was discussed with Kerher spearheading a “Trunk or Treat” on Main Street for Saturday, October 31, 2020.

B. Miller:  banners for Main Street were discussed with art work submitted by Caleb Nugteren reviewed.  Also discussed, banners for the Holidays.  No action was taken at this time.
Updating the playground equipment and adding playground equipment in Stalting Park was discussed, along with various games such as ping pong, corn hole and chess.  The City will explore grant opportunities as they become available in 2021.
