City Council Proceedings
 
 The Canistota City Council met on Tuesday, September 3, 2019 at 6:00 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Jessica Kerher, Donovan O’Donnell, and Jamie Miller.  Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren, and Gabe Laber.  Nancy Korkow and Brad Engbarth arrived at 6:50 PM.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 6:03 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The agenda was approved with the addition of Gabe Laber on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The August proceedings were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Laber  discussed the next phases of utility and street improvements, along with various funding options for grants and grant deadlines to optimize the most grant money for the City.  Laber left the meeting at 6:36 PM.

An email from DGR was acknowledged that the Main Street punch list items will be completed in mid-October.
  
There was no one present on behalf of the Sheriff’s office and no written report was received.

Kerher presented the CDC report, the Canistota School District will host the next career fair at the school; the b4 and after-school program was briefly discussed.  The CDC has purchased a nuisance home and will work with a home rehabilitator. An estimate will be received on building a home on a City owned lot.  The report was approved on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell.
 
Korkow and Engbarth presented the report for the Fire Department:  they responded to 4 rescue calls in August and had no fire calls.  The family fun day the department is hosting on Sunday, September 29th, was discussed and on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by Kerher, 3rd Avenue from Main to Elm will be closed on September 29th, along with the City of Canistota donating water for the Department to use in “water-wars”, all voted yes, the motion carried.    Also discussed was emergency protocol if a catastrophic weather event would affect Canistota. The report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Engbarth left the meeting at 7:10 PM.

Korkow discussed with the Council the changes Addy Disposal is experiencing with recycling and how those changes will affect residents in Canistota.  The company Addy Disposal will work with will NOT accept grocery store bags and recycling CAN NOT be placed in plastic garbage bags.  Bottles, jugs, cans and glass also must be rinsed and clean to be recycled.  Addy Disposal will be sending a letter to residents in Canistota to further explain the new changes.  Korkow left the meeting at 7:30 PM.

Nugteren presented the maintenance report for the month of August:  The first draft of the Zoning Ordinance was received for Council review.  The surplussed Street Sweeper will be sold on September 24th in an on-line auction. Nugteren has ordered a camera to use on curb stops and water lines at the pool; this will allow him to see inside pipes or lines. Two utility locates were requested in August. Nickel has sprayed for mosquitos numerous times in August along with placing briquettes in standing water.   Lights at the ballpark will be repaired and also adjusted; the school is painting the goal posts. Nickel has winterized the baby pool, several project wills be completed at the pool this fall.  On a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, Zelmer will be reimbursed $60.00 for tire damage/repairs incurred while on duty at the Rubble Site, all voted yes, the motion carried.  Crosswalks are painted in school zones; Nickel has picked up cold mix for pot-hole repair. Nugteren discussed a different option to chip sealing the streets in the Phase 2 project.  Nugteren will use the process on several streets to assess the effectiveness of the product.  The maintenance report was approved on a motion by Kerher, seconded by J. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The Finance Officer’s report was approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Council Report:
Mayor Engbarth:  J. Miller, motioned, seconded by Kerher to approve and adopt Budget Ordinance 2019-09 for fiscal year 2020, all voted yes, the motion carried.  The Ordinance is printed elsewhere in this edition of the Clipper. Abating the utility fee at 741 5th Ave was tabled until the October, 2019 meeting. The fee structure at the Rubble Site was discussed with action tabled until a later date.

B. Miller:  the street light on the corner of East and Main is not working; both Nugteren and Townsend have reported the issue to Xcel Energy.  Nuisance grass on the street and sidewalks was discussed as a safety hazard.   The odor from the bins north of the Total Stop was discussed; the Finance Officer will send a letter to the property owners to abate all damaged grain and debris from the area.
