City Council Proceedings

The Canistota City Council met on Thursday, September 3, 2020 at 7 PM in the Canistota City Hall Community Room.  City Council Members present: Mayor Justin Engbarth, Brad Miller, Donovan O’Donnell, Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg, and Jamie Miller. Others present:  Finance Officer Kathy Townsend, Maintenance Supervisor, Darin Nugteren and Steve Arends.   Darin Ligtenberg arrived at the meeting at 8:01 PM.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

The Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried 

J. Miller motioned, seconded by B. Miller to approve the proceedings from the regular August Council meeting, all voted yes, the motion carried.

The proceedings from the August 20, 2020 special meeting were approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion carried.
  
The written reports received from the Sheriff’s Office for the months of August was reviewed and approved on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried..

Korkow updated Townsend to report for the Canistota Volunteer Fire Department, they responded to two rescue calls in August. The Department is planning to hold their annual pancake breakfast with social distancing, masks, gloves and extra sanitizing being utilized.  The breakfast is planned for Sunday, September 20th, 2020 from 9 AM to 1 PM.  The department is offering curb side pickup or delivery to addresses in Canistota.  The report was approved as presented on a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, all voted yes, the motion carried.

Nugteren and Kerher-Ligtenberg presented the report for the CDC; they have had no recent meeting, but have a verbal agreement for the sale of their lot on 3rd Ave. The report was approved on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion was approved.

Several adjustments in coverage of City property were made.  Arends will document the changes and submit for the Mayor’s signature. Arends left the meeting at 8:13 PM.

No one was present for the public hearing on the petition to vacate a portion of Warehouse Street.  On a motion by B. Miller, seconded by Kerher, Resolution 2020-10, a Resolution ordering the Vacation of that Portion of Warehouse Street located between East Ave. and Lot A of Holida’s Addition to the City of Canistota was approved as presented; all voted yes, the motion carried.   The Resolution is printed elsewhere in this edition of the Canistota Clipper.

City Engineer Ligtenberg was present to update the Council on the Phase 3 project.  An application for a Community Access Grant has been submitted to the State of South Dakota for their review.  Ligtenberg will present a contract for engineering services between Snyder Associates and the City of Canistota for approval at the regular October meeting.  There will be a public hearing on the Proposed Phase 3 project on Tuesday, September 22, 20020 at 7 PM in the Community Room of City Hall. Details of the proposed project along with funding will be discussed.  All are welcome and are encouraged to attend.    Ligtenberg left the meeting at 8:28 PM

No one was present for Citizen Concerns, but Nugteren did convey the concern of a citizen for the Phase 3 improvements along 7th Avenue.

Nugteren presented his maintenance report for the month of August, discussion included Animal control, Nugteren has ordered more live traps for the City; one building permit was issued during the month of August.  Code enforcement was discussed.  A new air conditioning until was installed at the Medical Clinic. Nugteren will be attending the pre-construction meeting to be held at the school for the new addition.  Kerher motioned, seconded by O’Donnell to hire Central Plains Bat Removal at an estimated cost of $2,893.00 to remove the bats from City property, all voted yes, the motion carried.  B. Miller, seconded by J Miller, motioned to have Lodes Tree Service remove dead and diseased trees on City property at a cost of $14,000.00, all voted yes, the motion carried. The purchase of additional picnic tables was tabled until 2021.  Several quotes for security at the pool and park area were reviewed and on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by Kerher, Safe N Secure will install security cameras for coverage at the pool and park at a cost of $2,984.47, all voted yes; the motion carried. A utility concern was discussed with no action taken.  H & H Contracting will be submitting an updated cost estimate for work on the water tower.  The maintenance report was approved as presented on a motion by Kerher, seconded by B. Miller, all voted yes, the motion carried.
