City Council Proceedings, Special Meeting- Public Hearing

The Canistota City Council met in Special Session on Tuesday, September 22, 2020, at 7 PM in the Community Room of City Hall.  Those present included Mayor Engbarth, Councilpersons, Jamie Miller, Donovan O’Donnell and Brad Miller, absent Jessica Kerher-Ligtenberg.  Also present, Finance Officer Kathy Townsend along with several residents from the Community.

Mayor Engbarth called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM

Mayor Engbarth led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Agenda was approved as presented on a motion by J. Miller, seconded by O’Donnell, all voted yes, the motion was approved.  

The Mayor introduced City of Canistota Engineer, Darin Ligtenberg, to update those present on the Proposed Phase 3 Improvement Project. Ligtenberg thanked everyone for coming; a Public Hearing was held on the intent of the City of Canistota to submit an application to the State of South Dakota for a Community Development Block Grant to assist with funding the proposed project.  He also discussed the City’s application for a Transportation Alternative Program Grant for sidewalks to create a safe route to school as well as to the Park, Good Sam and a daycare located within the proposed project.  The City of Canistota has been invited by the State of South Dakota to submit a full application for assistance with sidewalk installation as part of the proposed project.  Fir, Oak and Walnut Streets were also discussed as “add-ons” to the project.  The Streets impacted in the proposed project are 5th Ave, 6th Ave, and 7th Ave. all south of Main Street, along with Pine Street from 3rd Ave to 7th Ave.  Street width along with surface material for the streets was discussed.  Ligtenberg opened the floor to questions or concerns.  Special assessments for property owners were discussed along with the next steps for the proposed project to move forward.  

On a motion by J. Miller, seconded by B. Miller the meeting was adjourned at 7:40 PM, all voted yes, the motion carried.
